Duane Rolstad 2266 20thSt. SE – Lot Line Adjustment County Response Form

Supervisor McDougall made a motion and Supervisor Deitering seconded the motion to approve the lot line adjustment with one building entitlement on 40 acres.  Motion carried unanimously.

Michael Anderson xxxx Eastwood Ave. S.E. – Conditional use permit to construct building with office space, which includes land alteration for the construction of building for a lawn care business.

Michael Anderson was present to request board approval for a conditional use permit to construct a building with office space, which includes land alteration for a lawn care business. The Board reminded him to apply for the driveway permit prior to construction.  A motion by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the Conditional Use Permit to construct a building with office space for a lawn care business which also includes the land alterations.  Motion carried unanimously.
Jay Freshour 1381 Iffert Ave. NW – Variance request to construct an accessory structure of 72’x 102’ with a sidewall of 18 ft. height, which is larger than the maximum allowed.

Jay Freshour was present to request Board approval for a variance to construct an accessory structure of 72’x102’ with a sidewall of 18 ft. height, which is larger than the maximum allowed. It is not a request for a Conditional Use Permit to operate a business. Freshour explained the site for the building would be on unusable land, which cannot be farmed. Freshour would like to maximize building size for the unusable land.  Public Comment:  Residents from Iffert Ave. S.E. expressed their concern of how the variance approval for a larger structure could affect the neighborhood if a business were to be operated on Iffert Ave. S.E., which is a Planned Unit Development.  Other resident concerns were about placement and property lines.  Greg noted the homeowners adjacent to the property to work through the Planned Unit Development. A motion by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to table until Freshour attends the Wright County Planning/Zoning meeting because the County may want a site inspection.  Motion carried unanimously.
