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WRIGHT COUNTY PLANNING & ZONING JOINT MEETING
Rockford Township

July 27, 2006, 11:00 a.m.

The participants gathered at 11:00 a.m. and waited until 11:10 a.m. for Supervisors Otto and Eckblad.

The meeting was not called to order due to lack of a quorum. Present were Supervisors Deitering, McDougall and Deputy Clerk Leintz. Beise was excused. Eckblad and Otto were absent. County representatives Russek, Salkowski and Zins were also present.

Salkowski explained that the township is only an advisory board and has no authority since it has not adopted a zoning ordinance. The township has no say legally, but its input is important politically. Russek stated the township’s advice is heeded closely and followed 90% of the time, but it is still only advice.

Salkowski explained the reasons the decisions were made on the three properties in question as follows:

Russ and Bea Zimmerman – The applicants came back to the Board of Adjustment with a plan that differed from the original plan submitted by adding a 2’ cantilever on the second level of the new dwelling. The Board denied the variance because this would have brought the second level 2’ closer to the lake.

Buffalo Bituminous – The Wright County Planning Commission gave Buffalo Bituminous until October 31, 2006 to finish mining and an additional year to reclaim the property. The Commission felt that making them reclaim the property by this fall would be futile because grass would not grow and would have to be replanted next spring.

Creative Real Estate – The Wright County Planning Commission did not make Creative Real Estate remove any of the fill because they felt that removing the fill would cause more disturbance than leaving it there, but they can’t haul any more in.
