Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering and Kjome and Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel. 

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda adding Farmington Ave. SE Bridge repair, neighborhood concerns, and the Rockford Township Land Use Plan.  The Audit for 2006 approval will be continued to the next regular meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the June 19, 2007 minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel asked the board if they would like to have the Farmington Ave. SE Bridge repaired.  Schlagel informed the board, from the bridge to the road sinks 1-2 inches every year.  Franklin Township gave the Rockford Township a proposal that would include the Rockford Township portion of Farmington Ave. SE.  A resident suggested digging out bituminous, adding fabric and 4-6 inches of gravel to repair the area.  The board will discuss this item at the next regular meeting on July 17, 2007.

New Agenda Items: 

Matthew Steffens – Drainage on 6th St. SE

Matthew Steffens requested the Town Board help with realigning the watershed that flows on 6th St. SE.  Steffen’s felt that 30 years ago the area was not properly engineered and now should be the time to fix the water flow correctly.  There was discussion of a culvert that was installed 30 years ago under 6th St. SE and Steffen’s questioned if the culvert was placed in the same area as the old culvert.  Crew Schlagel stated when he started working for Rockford Township 30 years ago, the culvert was installed 6 months prior to his employment but was informed that the culvert was installed in the same location.  This did not change the water flow at the time.  Steffen’s stated he can still build on his property, which is located on 6th St. SE but felt the culvert system should be corrected.  Steffen’s also noted when he starts building the current culvert under 6th St. SE is smashed and did not want to be blamed for that while trucks are hauling in materials.  The Board did not act on this item.

Right-of-Way Ordinance Draft

The township attorney prepared a right-of-way ordinance draft for the board to review.  The draft was double-checked against Wright Counties Ordinance.  Clerk McDougall will check with the township attorney for adoption process.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to start the advertisement process for the right-of-way ordinance.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  In favor: Supervisor Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Kjome.  Abstained: Supervisor Deitering did not have time to review the ordinance.         
Salt Shed Plans

The Board noted the maintenance crew should review the salt shed plans for changes.  

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to continue to the regular meeting on July 17, 2007.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the July 3, 2007 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Neighborhood Concerns

Residents on 33rd St. SE noted concerns of a property regarding a shed that is currently not on footings and woodpiles that are causing ant problems.  The residents noted there should be setbacks followed.  The board will check into the concerns.

McDougall noted the map revisions were the understanding of what was discussed at the meeting.
