A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to stockpile 75 tons of Class 5 crushed granite to be used for frost boils. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to purchase Onspot chains for the new truck from Crysteel Truck Equipment at a cost of $1,493.00, the chains to be installed by our crew. Motion carried by a unanimous vote
