Mac Malecha 1616 40th St. SE – Discussion of Amendment to existing Conditional Use Permit

The applicant was present to discuss the Boards previous decision at the June 21, 2022 meeting.  The applicant presented the proposal to stockpile concrete and bituminous for crushing 1 week each year and also discussed operating the pit for 10-15 years.  The Board discussed the importance of keeping to the limited number of year per mining pit because other property owners may be waiting to open their own pit.  The Board commented that it would not be fair to hold someone back because a current pit is not complying to their terms of the pit.  The Board did not change their previous denial of the amendment.

Residents Matthew Stafford, Nila Ellis, Diane Stensland, Roger Lawson, Charles Flaer, Bill Graunke, Joanne Graunke, Perry Ditty, Kathy Stratton, Jeff Groshens, and Craig Fautch submitted public comment forms.  Residents were not in favor of the proposed amendment because of various reason; impacts related to crushing, silica & health concerns, noise, wells being contaminated, location concerns because of the residential area, noise and air pollution, protecting nature and Crawford Lake.  
Malecha noted he understood the residents and their concerns.  Malecha informed residents and the Board he would not be going to the county for approval for the proposed amendment to allow stock piling of asphalt and concrete, and crushing.
