Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:12 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, White, Kjome, Clerk McDougall and Crew Hafften.  
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the June 15, 2010 closed meeting minutes and regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew – 
1990 Grader Replacement

Crew Hafften was present and discussed the 1990, 140 Grader replacement.  The board previously discussed this since the 1990 Grader was overdue for replacement.  Crew Hafften noted several items that will be costly in fixing the grader, which would also include installing new tires. 
Dave Carothers from Ziegler presented a state contract quote for a previous rental and low hour 2008 Caterpillar Model 140M Motor Grader for an estimated $248,070.00 with optional equipment for 1. Husting Hitch $3,140.00, 2. Walk-N-Roll WR90-24 series $25,500.00, 3. Heavy Duty Lift Assembly Quick Attach $7,650.00 and 4. 24” RH Hydraulic Side Shift $2,750.00.  If the township would trade the 1990 Grader, the trade value would be ($50,000.00).  Savings for purchasing a low hour rental return would be ($16,900).  Crew Hafften recommended option 2, 3 and 4.  
The Board would like to see if another township would be interested in the 1990 Grader or if the township would be better off trading in the grader.  Carothers will have an estimator go through the 1990 grader to get an accurate number in case the Board would like to trade it in.  Carothers will adjust the freight charges for bringing down the 2008 grader.  The Board will discuss this purchase at the July 20, 2010 regular meeting.
2-Way Radio for 2010 Tractor

The Board recommended getting two quotes for a 2-way radio, spring-loaded antenna, mounting bracket and installation for the 2010 Tractor.  

Culvert Replacement
The board discussed a driveway located at 2493 10th St. SE that is washing away. The 12-inch culvert will need to be replaced with a minimum of 15-inch 35 feet of metal culvert, one band, two aprons and the purchase of a driveway permit from the property owner.  Supervisor Kjome will talk with the property owner and give him the cost estimate and driveway permit application.  

Ditch Cleaning
Crew Hafften discussed a ditch that is silted and full of dirt from the recent rains.  This is located on 30th St. SE, east of highway 55.  The gravel that was applied earlier this spring has washed away and this area needs to be dug out, replace culvert if needed and slope properly.  The board agreed the maintenance crew should do the repair work as needed.  

Shouldering Tar Roads

Crew Hafften informed the board the shoulders along the tar roads need gravel applied.  Crew Hafften stated Franklin Township crew would help shoulder since they owe time from when we helped them.  The board agreed to shoulder the tar roads where needed.  
Culvert installation needed for a new access 

The property owner located at 2225 23rd St. SE is installing a new access on their property and needs to install a culvert.  Maintenance crew and the board viewed the location and discussed placing a 12-inch culvert since this is a shallow ditch.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the placement of a 12-inch culvert with aprons by the property owner.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Continued Items 

Window Quotes for Town Hall Main Room 

A quote was received by Capital City Glass for $8,439.00.  Another quote was received by Val Pro Glass for $9,400.00.  This was continued from June 15, 2010 regular meeting to get clarification on the window quotes and how they compare to each other.  The board received clarification that both quotes were for insulated windows.  The office windows are not in need of replacement at this time but were included in the quotes as options.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve Capital City Glass quote for the main hall windows for $8,439.00 and to not include the options for the office windows.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the July 6, 2010 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Developers Agreement
The board discussed amending the subdivision ordinance.  Clerk McDougall will contact the township attorney for the process on making an amendment to an ordinance.  
The Board met with Wright County Planning and Zoning regarding the townships developers’ agreement on June 28, 2010.  There were some changes in the developer’s agreement.  Clerk McDougall will present an updated agreement at the next regular meeting for board approval.  Clerk McDougall will also create a checklist the Board and Clerk can follow when the township and developer enter into a Developers Agreement.
