30th St. SE Paving Meeting


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Kjome, Eckblad, Deitering, McDougall, Clerk McDougall.  Also present was Shane Nelson from Hakanson Anderson Engineering and Sgt. Butch Darsow from the Wright County Sheriff’s Office. 
The Town Board invited the property owners from 30th St SE to this meeting to discuss the possible paving from Calder Ave SE to Hwy 25.  Most residents attended.  

After introductions were made, Shane from Hakanson Anderson gave a brief summary of the first segment of 30th St SE.  Residents questioned why the west end of 30th was not completed first.  The first segment of 30th St SE was ready to be paved with minimal preparations.  Segment 2 of 30th St SE from Calder Ave SE to Hwy 25 is a more involved project.  The roadway needs to be widened, soil corrections need to be done and culverts replaced.  Residents questioned if the cost of mailbox supports and culverts would be the property owners expense.  The Board noted the cost would be included in the project.  This will not be assessed back to the property owners. 

The Board questioned residents if they would be in favor of moving forward with this project.  All residents whom attended agreed they would like the Board to move forward on paving 30th St SE.  Shane noted the first step is to have the Town Board order plans and specifications.  This will be added to the next regular meeting agenda.  If the feasibility report shows the roadway shifting, easements waivers would need to be signed by property owners.  The road would be 24’ with 2’ shoulders.  During construction, the contractor would be responsible to maintain access for property owners.  

More information for this project will continue at the regular Township meeting.   

Sgt. Darsow addressed resident concerns regarding speeding and people not stopping at the stop signs.  Sgt. Darsow noted he would work with his deputies with a speed study in that area.

Supervisor Deitering moved to adjourn at 8:10 p.m.
