Ed Christianson questioned the Board if 30th St SE would be paved.  The Board noted this would be discussed later in the meeting. 
New Agenda Items 
June 18, 2013 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the June 18, 2013 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Resident Complaint

A township resident had a complaint regarding truck noise in their residential neighborhood.  The Board discussed sending a letter and copying the Wright County Sheriff’s Department about the nuisance of the loud truck noise.  The Board also discussed expanding an ordinance to eliminate the nuisance of truck noise in residential neighborhoods.  The Board asked the resident to document how often the truck is running and any other nuisance.  

Shop Expansion

John Gasper from NAI was present with shop expansion bid information. The Clerk will prepare the advertisement for bids with bid opening on July 16, 2013 at 6:00 p.m.  The Board discussed the soil preparation and noted having Clerk contact Rolstad Construction to show them, the testing results.  

Set Time & Date for informational meeting regarding paving 30th Street SE 

An informational meeting will be held July 9, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. for property owners on 30th St SE.  Clerk McDougall will send a letter to residents informing them of the meeting.  The Board will discuss the possibility of paving 30th St. SE, the feasibility report and road right-of-way.
Maintenance Crew

25th St. SE Culvert Replacement

Crew Schlagel presented culvert quotes for the 25th St SE culvert replacement project.  Quote from Cretex was $23,016.00, County Materials was $21,095.10 and Royal was $22,668.00.  There were no decisions made regarding the culvert quotes.  The Board discussed quotes received for the culvert replacement.  Clerk McDougall will contact the engineer to prepare a quote form with a list of estimated quantities to complete the project. 
10th St. SE Right-of-Way Permit

Mastec obtained a permit to bore on 10th St. SE but has left a bump the width of the road.  The Board discussed if this was a shallow bore or a trenched project but is not acceptable because of the large bump left on the roadway.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to bill Mastec $300.00 for the needed road repairs.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Calder Ave SE Pfiefer Property

Crew Schlagel informed the Board of the Pfiefer property on Calder Ave. SE and work that was being done in the road right-of-way.  The culvert has been blocked on the north side of the culvert.  The blockage has caused water to backup and may cause problems with the road and or neighboring properties.  Clerk McDougall will send a letter to Pfiefer notifying him a permit is required when doing work in the right-of-way and the blockage must be removed by June 24, 2013 or the Maintenance Crew will make the needed repairs and bill the property owner.

30th St. SE – Charter Communication

Crew Schlagel and the Board discussed the damage done to 30th St SE pavement from Charter Communication when putting in a cable without obtaining a right-of-way permit.  The Board agreed Knife River should make necessary repairs and bill Charter Communications.
