Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall and Deputy Clerk Leintz. Supervisor Kjome was excused.

Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda adding Eastwood Avenue under continued items. Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes:

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the June 5, 2007 minutes with the following change: The Board suggested a 90-degree drive access because of safety concerns for traffic sight distance. Motion carried unanimously. 

Brian Beckius  

Brian Beckius was present concerning Eastwood Avenue SE. He stated that the county will not issue him a CUP until Rockford Township takes over the road or submits a plan for taking it over. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to send a letter to Mike Paripovich informing him that the items from the LHB, March 6, 2006, correspondence must be completed by July 20, 2007, or Wright County will cash his $75,000 check to cover the cost of completing the road. Additional borings must be done to determine Class 5 and bituminous deficiencies. Motion carried unanimously. 

Great River Energy

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad seconded by McDougall to have Great River Energy furnish a better drawing of the proposed connection to Deadrick Avenue SE. The drawing must show the culvert on Deadrick Ave. SE and required signing as follows: 1.”Stop” sign; 2. “Trucks Do Not Enter” sign, opposing the driveway; 3. “No Left Turn” sign for trucks. The Driveway radius must be large enough to accommodate semi traffic to the north, and the southerly radius must be small enough to restrict truck traffic to the south and west on Deadrick Ave. SE and 30th Street SE. The brush must be cleared from the property adjacent to Deadrick Ave. SE and 30th Street SE on the inside of the curve (north and west). If all the conditions are met GRE will be placed on the July 3, 2007 agenda for approval. Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to adjourn at 6:56 p.m.
