Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad and McDougall, and Deputy Clerk Leintz and Crew Hafften. Supervisors Kjome and Deitering were excused.

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the agenda, moving Halsey Paving Project to C under “Continued Items”. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the June 5, 2007 minutes with the following corrections: 1. Kjome discussed the Wright County MN DOT standard plates for erosion control at culvert aprons that was added onto the agenda. 2. A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by McDougall to adopt the Wright County MN DOT cmp 3134C and rcp 3133C standard plates. 3. A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to adopt the Wright County MN DOT cmp 3134C and rcp 3133C standard plates, with using quantities of class 2 or less on the table of quantities. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the revised May 5, 2007 (Sterling truck) minutes as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Crew Hafften stated that Knife River is having a crusher in soon, and we need more gravel. He will get more information.

It was the consensus of the Board to dust control 12th Street SE, east of CR 116, every three years.

Calder Avenue SE Speed Limit

It was determined that, according to the information available, Calder Avenue SE does not meet the criteria to lower the speed limit. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to table action to a future date pending more information.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.


166 Gillard Avenue SE Drainage

It was determined that, after a discussion of problems with the property, Supervisor McDougall would meet with Soil and Water and get back to the property owners.

New Agenda Items: 

2006 Township Audit 

Auditor Tom Kaliher was present with a draft copy of the 2006 Township Audit. He reported that the difference between the Clerk’s Annual Report and the 2006 Township Audit is that the Clerk’s Annual Report is on a cash basis and the 2006 Township Audit is on an accrual basis, as required by the regulatory agency. The Halsey Avenue Fund is not included because it is not a budgeted fund, and the Fire Fund is not included due to lack of activity. The Board was asked to have any comments to Kaliher by Monday, June 25, 2007 because the 2006 Township Audit must be submitted to the State by June 30, 2007.

Halsey Avenue Paving Projects Problems

The punch list from LHB was reviewed and letters will be sent to the residents who have encroachments into the right-of-way to have them remove or correct these items. A letter will be sent to all residents in the project area telling them to water the sod, because we won’t replace it if it dies.

Two citizens reported theft of rip rap by a woman in a green mini-van at two different times. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering determining the rip rap was removed from the Halsey Avenue Project during construction and was under the jurisdiction of the contractor. Supervisor McDougall will notify the contractor and ask him to pursue it with the Wright County Sheriff’s Office. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

June 19, 2007 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the June 19, 2007 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

30th Street SE Bids

Six bids for the 30th Street SE and Deadrick Avenue SE paving project were received as follows: Knife River Corporation, $119,796.00; Mid-Minnesota Hot Mix, Inc., $148,736.70; Hardrives, Inc., $162,448.00; Omann Brothers Paving, Inc., $179,067.50; Northwest Asphalt, Inc., $179,222.00; ASTECH Corporation, $191,233.45. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to adopt Resolution #2007-6.19 accepting the low bid from Knife River Corporation in the amount of $119,796.00, authorizing the Chairperson and Township Clerk to sign the necessary documents and authorizing the Township Clerk to return to all bidders the deposits made with their bids except that the deposits of the successful bidder and the next two low bidders shall be retained until a contract has been signed. Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye. Nays – none. Kjome – Absent. Resolution #2007-6.19 was adopted by a unanimous vote.
