Chairperson Eckblad called the meeting to order 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Eckblad, Beise, McDougall, and Kjome, Clerk McDougall, and Crew Valentine.  Supervisor Deitering was excused.  
Agenda

A motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  

Meeting Minutes

June 7, 2022 Regular Mtg. Minutes 
A motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the June 7, 2022.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  

Public Comment 
Continued Items 
Randy Schaefer from Wolf River Electric was present to discuss adding solar to any or all of the buildings.  Schaefer discussed the cost savings if the Township invested in solar on one or all buildings.  The Township would be providing for the grid and money back to the Township is dollar for dollar.  The Board will continue to review the possibility of solar power.
New Items 
June 21, 2022 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the Planning Commission recommendations for June 21, 2022.  Motion carried unanimously.
Election Judge List Approval

A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Beise to approve the Election Judge List for 2022.  Motion carried unanimously.
Norms Wayside Liquor License Annual Renewal

The Township has not received any complaints regarding Norms Wayside. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Beise to approve the Liquor License Renewal for Norms Wayside.  Motion carried unanimously.
Packer Quotes 

Two quotes were received for replacing the packer.  The quote from Swanston Equipment was $27,725.00 and the quote from Ziegler was for $24,390.00.  The Ziegler quote does not meet the needs for the Township. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the packer quote from Swanston Equipment in the amount of $27,725.00.  McDougall amended the motion and Eckblad seconded the amendment to remove $5,025.00.  The total amount approved for $22,700.00 Motion carried unanimously.
Granite Budget Discussion & 2021 Granite purchased and applied to roads

The Board discussed the granite budget and not going over the budgeted amount of $20,000.  The Board will review quotes at the next meeting for granite hauling.

Temporary / Seasonal Worker
The Board received documents at a previous meeting from Supervisor Eckblad listing what a part time seasonal worker would be needed for.  Supervisor Eckblad noted the additional item for a part time seasonal worker would be help finding/locating culverts.  Eckblad mentioned it might need to be advertised.  Supervisor McDougall commented about the need to find an application form and referred to the League of MN Cities as a resource.  Supervisor McDougall discussed typing up a job description.  Supervisor Eckblad discussed contacting the League of MN Cities for an application form and an advertisement the Township may use.  Supervisor McDougall discussed the application form, creating a job description, which includes duties; as needed, skills, and noted the statement “as needed” is on the other job descriptions.  Clerk McDougall noted it could not be a blanket statement of “as needed”; it should fall within the scope of the job.  Supervisor McDougall noted the current descriptions state as needed as apparent or assigned.  Clerk McDougall recommended the Board contact the League of MN Cities for an advertisement that the Township could utilize. Supervisor Eckblad requested this item placed on the next agenda.
Supervisor Kjome – None
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall discussed the items in the right-of-way on Hall Ave. SE and the previous certified letters that were sent.  One City of Rockford resident signed for the letter and one did not.  Supervisor McDougall noted the Township Ordinance does not require certified letters. Supervisor McDougall noted the County Sheriff’s Department be contacted to have them speak to the residents and issue a misdemeanor and or items towed.  Clerk McDougall will have the documents for the Sheriff’s Department if they need a copy.
Supervisor Beise – None
Supervisor Eckblad – 96 Gillard Ave. SE discussion about the culvert and drainage.  The driveway may have been constructed prior to the Township Driveway Policy.  If the current 4” drain tile under the driveway needs to be upgraded; the property owner needs to apply for a permit and install the culvert and aprons as noted by Town Policy.  The culvert cannot be the standards 15” culvert.  Eckblad noted the property owner commented about work on this road and area has created drainage issues for 96 Gillard Ave. SE.  The Board did not decided what they were going to do about this location.  The Board will view this area on the road inspection.

Discussed traffic and speed on 20th St. SE. and installing advisory signs on the west end.
Discussed looking at Hall Ave. SE and Hall Ave. SE on Saturday’s Annual Road Inspection.  Supervisor McDougall discussed the Firearms Ordinance and the revisions needed for law enforcement when they are enforcing the ordinance. Supervisor McDougall will work with the Township Attorney on revisions of the Firearms Ordinance. 

Clerk/Treasurer McDougall – Informed the Board the first half of 2022 taxes has been distributed.
Funds Report – None
Review of Claims 
A motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to pay 2022 claim #4010 to #4026 for $44,745.59 including payroll.  Motion carried unanimously.
