Regular Meeting

The June 24th 2003 regular meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m., the Pledge to the Flag was recited.  Present were Beise, McDougall and Kelley.  Excused were Husom and Walker.  The Chair asked for any additions or changes to the agenda.  Beise wanted utility ordinance to be added to the agenda.  The Board adopted the agenda with the changes.  The minutes from the June 10th 2003 Public Hearing and regular meeting were distributed to all Board members prior to the meeting for review.  Supervisor Kelley wanted to change the wording on page 1 as follows: The property on the Farmington side is mostly swamp and land locked wetland on the east.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to accept the minutes with the changes from the June 10th 2003 public Hearing and regular meeting.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Continued Items: The Board passed a motion to enter into a Contract for Services with Supervisor McDougall at the June 10th meeting, upon review of the resolution at the June 24th meeting.  Each Board member received a copy of the resolution for review.  Motion by Kelley second Beise to pass the Resolution for Contract for Services.  Voting in favor Beise and Kelley, abstained McDougall, motion carried.

Byron Bonk presented the Board with information for the renewal of the MSI insurance policy.  He informed the Board that the new Grader will be added and the old Grader will be dropped.  Byron requested to come to the next meeting on July 8th to discuss the Trust & Bonds for next year.   

Representative for Troy Renstrom was not present, no action taken at this time.

Tom Ernst presented the Board with a plan to be approved for a new building on the existing pad.  The building to be used by Ark Sports will be 40x100 and will have adequate parking for the business.  Motion by Kelley second McDougall to approve the building of a 40 x 100 that was to be on lot “3” now will be transferred to proposed lot “2” subject to Planning and Zoning regulations for set backs.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Marcia Connelly approached the Board about attaching a building entitlement from property that is mostly wetland on Farmington Avenue SE to property south on County Road 33 SE.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to approve attaching and utilizing a building entitlement from property on Farmington Avenue SE to property south on County Road 33 SE (33.79 acres).  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  

Maynard Olson was not present regarding rezoning and establishing a PUD district and a 10-lot residential subdivision.  The Board did not receive any final plan from Mr. Olson and still had major road issues along with questions regarding the number of lots.  

Repair plans for 30th Street SE (power plant road) were discussed.  The Board felt something should be done, but not until next year when County road 14 is completed.  This will be discussed during the winter months to be ready for possible spring repair.
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Beise informed the Board that Mike Courri did not start work on a utility ordinance, nor could he help the Township.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to look into possibly having Pete Tiede put an ordinance together.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  

Public Comment: John Skogman requested a liquor License renewal for The Boondocks bar.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to approve the renewal of the Liquor License for The Boondocks.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  The Board asked Mr. Skogman to return to the Township sometime to discuss a 2:00 am closing time.

Supervisors:  

Pam: Brought up getting a good strong gate to block off the pit area.  The Crew will get prices on the materials.

Karen: Reminded the Board that the Land Plan Committee will be meeting on 7/1/03 at 7:00 p.m.  The Land Plan is working on a survey for Township residents.  Requested that the Tax Forfeited land be on the next agenda for a resolution to “buy’ it.  Inquired if an old push mower that has not been used since 1991 be purchased by Dick Schlagel.  The Board felt it was only worth $1.00.  Motion by Kelley second Beise to let Dick purchase the push mower for $1.00 as is.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried 

Dennis: Informed the Board that Gary Miller cancelled the meeting on July 10th, which is the date of the Township Officers meeting.

Clerk: Told the Board that the Firearms Ordinance needs to be updated in the “fireworks” section now that Minnesota has legalized certain fireworks.  Reminded everyone about the Short Courses in July.  

Motion by McDougall second Kelley to approve payments from 6/11/03 through 6/24/03 totaling $26,833.40 paid by checks #11270 through #11291.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

All agenda items being completed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:13 p.m.
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
