Special Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Clerk McDougall.  Supervisor Otto was absent and Deitering was excused.

The special meeting was held to authorize change for Hamilton Ave. SE to become a dead end road.  Supervisors informed residents Wright County has informed them that a turn lane would have to be installed on County road 33 for approximately $20,000.  Wright County informed the supervisors through phone conversations and email correspondence that in order to get a permit for the paving project, Hamilton would have to be closed and made into a dead end road.  The Board was informed that the county will not require us to put in a right hand turn lane on County Road 33 if Hamilton access is closed.  The Township is waiting to get the information in writing from the county.  

Supervisors noted that the cul-de-sac on Hamilton would most likely not require any other property besides the township right of way.  
LHB Engineering is doing borings on Hamilton to see if the existing gravel can be used as a road base.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to terminate the connection from Hamilton Ave. SE and County Road 33 and to create a cul-de-sac according to the counties request.  Note that the township is waiting for a written document stating the requirements in order to get a permit for the paving project. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adjourn the special meeting at 6:35 p.m.
