A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the May 19, 2015 minutes as written. Motion carried unanimously.
Continued Items 
Ricard LaBute-CUP to Transfer Residential Entitlement Between Parcels in Two Townships.  
No one was present. Action was tabled to such time when more information is provided.
Adam Sylvester-Petition to Rezone AG, General Agriculture, to R-1, Urban-Rural Transitional Zone, and a CUP for a 2-lot Residential Sub-division With Waive of Platting Requirements. Sec. 1, Range 24.
Paul Otto, representing Adam Sylvester, requested to rezone property currently zoned AG, General Agriculture, as follows: 1.7 acres to R-1, Urban-Rural Transitional zone and the balance of the parcel, 46.26 acres to A/R, Agricultural-Residential, zone. He also requested a CUP for a two-lot residential subdivision (one dwelling on each parcel rezoned) with waiver of platting requirements. The City of Hanover has no objections. The Board feels it would fit into the last Land Use Plan, and the petitioners have a preliminary plan for the properties. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Kjome to recommend rezoning 1.7 acres to an R-1, Urban-Rural Transitional Zone and 46.26 acres to A/R, Agricultural-Residential Zone, and to grant a CUP for a two-lot residential subdivision with waiver of platting requirements. Motion carried unanimously.
New Items
Barrie Hill - Section 21. Range 25 – Variance to Allow Placement of a Mobile Home While Home. Destroyed By Fire is Replaced/Repaired.

Barrie Hill was not present. After a discussion, a motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to recommend granting a variance to allow placement of a mobile home while a home destroyed by fire is replaced/repaired, with the stipulation that the mobile home be removed within twelve months. Motion carried unanimously.
John and Denise Neznik – Section 23, Range 25 – Conditional Use Permit  Amendment for the Subdivision Granted in 2012 and Allow Driveway Access off C.R. 32 Instead of Eckert Avenue SE.

John and Denise Neznik were not present. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Kjome to continue this matter until they attend a Board meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
