Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall, and Clerk McDougall and Crew Hafften.  Supervisor Deitering was excused.
Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve agenda with the addition of Wright County riprap plate standards under item number 7B. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

May 15, 2007 Meeting Minutes

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the May 15, 2007 minutes with the change. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minute Change May 15, 2007

Stated that the noxious weed spraying notice will be published in the local paper, and that spray forms are not available in our office.
May 5, 2007 Road Inspection Notes
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the May 5, 2007 road inspection notes as with the addition. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Gabler Ravine – Board noted the maintenance crew needs to remove the silt fencing.

Crack Filling

The board reviewed the quotes from Astech, Gopher State Sealcoat, and MN Roadways.  Astech came in with the highest cost of $4,380.00, Gopher Sate Sealcoat cost of $ 1,764.00 and MN Roadways cost of $2,178.00.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to accept the Gopher State Seal coat for $1,764.00.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Calder Speed Limit discussion

Clerk McDougall informed the Board of citizen complaints about the increase number of accidents on Calder Ave. SE and would like the Board to lower the speed limit on Calder Ave. SE.  The Board suggested 4-way stop signs might slow the traffic down.  
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to continue this item to the June 19, 2007 meeting for further information.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Continued Items:
Boonedocks Saloon Liquor License Renewal 

Kyle McBride President of Boonedocks Properties requested the Board approve the renewal of the liquor license.  Clerk McDougall informed the Board that the Wright County Sheriff’s office received 21 calls from 5/1/06 to 5/15/07 pertaining to Boonedocks.  These calls were nothing serious.  

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve Boonedocks Saloon Liquor License renewal.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Public Comment: 

Matthew Steffens addressed the Board about water drainage on 6th St. SE.  Steffens stated he is building a home on 6th St. SE and wanted to know if the township was going to do anything in the future to redirect the drainage in his area.  Steffens felt the drainage on the east side of Halsey should be directed into Lake Martha.  The board informed Steffens the existing drainage and culverts above the area on 6th Street have been in existence for over 20, probably 30 years.  The township was not planning any work on this street at this time.  The board informed him that unless the problem affects the road, the drainage is not under our authority.  Steffens needs to work with the Soil & Water Conservation people, and his neighbors.

New Agenda Items: 

Planning Commission recommendations from 4/3/07, 4/17/07, 5/1/07, 5/15/07 & 6/5/07

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the Planning Commission recommendations from April 3rd, 17th, May 1st, 15th and June 5, 2007.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Drainage on 166 Gillard Ave. SE

Russ Zimmerman informed the Board of a drainage problem at 166 Gillard and asked for help with a solution to the standing water without backing up the neighbor’s property.  Supervisor McDougall presented pictures she took of the property and suggested the Board take a look to see what the Township could do about the drainage.  
Supervisors Beise and Kjome will view this site on Wednesday at 8 a.m.
Qwest Application to replace telephone utility along Haug Ave. SE

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the Qwest application to replace telephone utility along Haug Ave. SE. if Qwest rewords the application to state “three feet inside the right-of-way line along the west side of Haug Ave. SE.”.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Land Use Plan 
Clerk McDougall will contact the Cities of Hanover and Rockford to coordinate a meeting date with the Town Board regarding the Wright County NE Quadrant Land Use Planning.  Clerk McDougall will inform the Board which dates will work for the city council members so a meeting can be scheduled.  
Supervisor McDougall informed residents the county did contact the Central Minnesota Initiative Foundation about mediation services.  Mediation Services costs depend on income and revenue eligibility.  
Supervisors

Supervisor Kjome – Kjome discussed the Wright County MN DOT standard plates for erosion control at culvert aprons that was added onto the agenda.  Kjome recommended the Township adopt allowable standards, which are embedded into the ground level.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by McDougall to adopt the Wright County MN DOT cmp 3134C and rcp 3133C standard plates.  A permit would be required by the Township and must be inspected prior to approval and below grade.  Supervisor Kjome withdrew the motion and Supervisor McDougall withdrew the second to the motion.
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to adopt the Wright County MN DOT cmp 3134C and rcp 3133C standard plates, with using quantities of class 2 or less on the table of quantities.  The top of the rip-rap at the outside edges of the rip-rap flume will be flush with the finished ground lines. A permit will be required by the Township and must be inspected prior to approval.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisor McDougall – McDougall updated the Board on the dust control that has been applied and what the crew will be working on this week.  
Supervisor Eckblad – Eckblad questioned the 30th St. Paving Project.  Clerk McDougall informed the Board the next agenda on June 19, 2007 would address the 30th St. SE East of Town Hall paving project.  
Supervisor Beise – Beise asked if Supervisor McDougall had contacted the county about the Crawford Lake Park road off 32 (formerly 115 - 1st road East of 25).  McDougall stated she talked to Marc from the County, and he informed her the county did not have any funds to help the township this year.  The county board would like the road counted to see what percentage of the traffic was because of the park use, and then the commissioners will determine next year if they would contribute to the repair.  On the township road inspection, the board was concerned because of the deterioration.  Eckblad wants our crew to evaluate the condition of the pavement with what they learned at their classes and the crew should report back to the board.    
 
Supervisor McDougall informed the board that we were authorized to get a counter, but we have not purchased one; some work was done on what model we needed.  McDougall said she would work with the crew to get the counter and start counting roads again, and work with the crew to get them to evaluate the condition of the current pavement.
 
Clerk McDougall – Clerk McDougall informed the Board that Crew Hafften was out for approximately two weeks because of an illness and was unable to use 3.5 days of vacation time above the 40 hours that is allowed to carry over to the next year.
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Eckblad to allow Crew Hafften to carry over 3.5 days of vacation due to illness and not being able to use the vacation before anniversary date.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Funds Report - None
Review of Bills 
Supervisor Eckblad addressed a resident concerns about the 2007 Sterling truck box.  The Clerk will provide notes from May 5, 2007 meeting at the next regular meeting regarding the 2007 Sterling Truck Box.  The Box will not be rejected but will be repaired.  The claims include half payment to J-Craft for the truck box and the remaining half will be paid after the truck box is repaired.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to pay claim #14164 through claim #14193, in the amount of $62,470.66, including payroll. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall adjourn at 9:30 p.m. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
