Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Vice-Chair Eckblad called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Supervisors Deitering, Eckblad, McDougall, Otto, Clerk McDougall, and Crew Schlagel.  Supervisor Beise was excused.  The Meeting was held at the Rockford Town Hall. 

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Otto to approve the agenda with the cancellation of meeting minutes from May 23, 2006. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Meeting Minutes: 

May 16, 2006 Regular Meeting Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Otto to approve the May 16, 2006 meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Continued Items:

Optional Planning and Zoning Coverage Endorsement – The board reviewed the information about coverage for the township since the township has their own planning and zoning.  Wright County currently administers the townships planning and zoning.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by McDougall to add the Planning and Zoning coverage to the Townships insurance.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.    

Land Use Plan:

Supervisor Eckblad gave the board an update of the land use plan meeting that was held on June 5, 2006.  The meeting consisted of reviewing maps and meeting in small groups.  The discussions were about feedlots, hobby farms and agriculture use.  

The next meeting will be held on July 10, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. at Wright County Government Center boardroom for task force members and concerned citizens.  July 19, 2006 is a meeting planned for the public but this is subject to change.  

New Agenda Items:
Planning Commission Recommendations

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Otto to approve the recommendations made by at the Planning Commission meeting. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

LHB Engineering – Halsey Ave SE Paving Project final plans – 
Jim Tiggelaar from LHB presented the plans to the town board but noted that these were not the final plans but final plans would be ready for bidders on the project.  If the board passes the project, the projected start date would be August 1, 2006 with the final wear course for spring of 2007.

A resident expressed concerns about being assessed for a project, which was only going to be Halsey Ave., and now there are possible side streets that will be in the cost.  The resident did not feel she should be assessed with the side street costs included.  The board informed the residents that there is an assessment hearing where residents can dispute the assessments.   

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to continue item number 13 and 14 on the agenda to June 8, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. at the Rockford Town Hall.  These items were continued so the clerk could find out vote requirements from the township attorney.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

30th St. SE East of the Town Hall (paving) – 

The clerk informed the board that residents have asked when 30th St. East of the Hall will be paved.  The board will wait on this project until a decision has been made about the Halsey Paving Project.  The board informed the crew that dust control should be applied on this road.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Otto to continue this item to the regular meeting on July 18, 2006.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.    
Change July 4, 2006 Meeting date- 

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by McDougall to change the July 4, 2006 meeting date to July 5, 2006 because of the Holiday.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew: 


Crew Schlagel informed the board that Briarwood needs seal coating.  The crew will check with the county about seal coating.

Crew Schlagel stated that the hoe could not be rented for cleaning ditches.  The board instructed the crew to use the loader and backhoe and do as much as possible and then the rental of a track hoe will be discussed after that is completed.  Supervisor Otto recommended a company that might be able to complete the work that cannot be completed with our equipment.   

Crew Schlagel informed the board 30th St. SE East of the hall needs more gravel to build up the crown of the road.  The board instructed him that would be fine to add more gravel.  

Supervisors:
Supervisor Otto – Supervisor Otto suggested that the crew try a higher percentage fuel for equipment to save money but to check with Ziegler Company for more information about warranties.  
Supervisor Otto suggested the township attorney attends one meeting a month. This would help with the township issues that come up such as the majority vote question that the board did not know on item number 13 and 14.  

Supervisor Otto noted concerns that Wright County Planning and Zoning is disregarding the township decisions in conditional use permits and variances.  The rest of the board agreed that a meeting should be held with the county to discuss these issues.  Clerk McDougall will contact the county to set up a meeting.  

Supervisor Otto requested that the township assessor sign a statement that he does not have employees working for him.  

Supervisor Deitering – None
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall informed the board that a MACK truck would be coming out on Wednesday June 7, 2006.  The board and crew will look at the truck for the upcoming purchase of a dump truck.  
Supervisor McDougall reported the alignment of Gabler Ave. SE and County Road 115 has been put on hold by the City of Rockford.  

Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad commented on a steep driveway on 9th St. SE and the possible problems with plowing past this driveway.

Election Update – Clerk McDougall gave an update of the HAVA grants from the Secretary of States office.  No amounts have been confirmed but if the county receives the grants, they will be applied to new election equipment and programming costs for the 39 precincts.
