New Items 
Andrew Bengston – 3662 Co. Rd. 33 SE - PID # 215-100-031300 discuss 4-acres for farming purposes

Andrew Bengston was present to discuss the possibility of adding additional 4-acres to his property for farming purposes and feedlot approval.  A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Joel Kjome to give concept approval for 4-acres as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Larry Berning - 207 Halsey Ave. SE – Variance to construct attached garage

Larry Berning was present to request Board approval for a variance to replace and construct an attached garage.  The garage is currently 10’ from the south side of the property line and when it is replaced, it will be 10’ from the property line, which the requirement is 15’ from the property line.  The property maximum building coverage is 15% but the coverage will be 18.5% with the proposed building.  The Board informed Berning a driveway permit is required if the driveway will be updated or moved.  A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the variance setbacks and building coverage area to construct an attached garage to the existing home.  Motion carried unanimously.
Steve Pederson – 7599 20th St. SE – Variance to construct livestock building

Steve Pederson was present to request Board approval for a variance for open feedlot and to construct a 20’x30’ Quonset hut 70’ from the property line; 100’ is the required setback.  A motion was made by Supervisor Joel Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Nancy Norsby to the variance to construct a livestock building as requested with the setback 70’ from property line.  Motion carried unanimously.
Colton Hentges – 2078 Cameron Ave. SE – 2 Variances to construct single family home and attached garage

Colton Hentges was present to request Board approval for variance to construct a home and attached garage along with a second story to the home.  The proposed building is 81’ from the high-water which 100’ is the requirement.  The home would be constructed in the same location as the previous home that burned down.  The attached garage would be 10.7’ from the side yard which 15’ is the requirement.  The Board informed Hentges a driveway permit will be required if the driveway will be moved.  A motion was made by Supervisor Nancy Norsby and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the variances to construct a single-family home and attached garage keeping within the same area as the previous house. All setbacks approved.  This includes the second level of the home as proposed by the applicant.  Motion carried unanimously.
Norms Wayside Liquor License Annual Renewal

The Board noted no complaints have been filed with the Township.  A motion was made by Supervisor Joel Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Nancy Norsby to approve the liquor license renewal for Norms Wayside.  Motion carried unanimously.
