Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order

Chairperson Supervisor Dale Otten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Joel Kjome, Dennis Beise, Nancy Norsby, Dale Otten, and Troy Beise, and Clerk/Treasurer Rachelle McDougall, and Crew Al Valentine.  
Agenda

A motion was made by Supervisor Nancy Norsby and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  
May 16, 2023 Regular Mtg. Minutes 
A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the May 16, 2023 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously. 
Continued Items – None
Maintenance Crew – Crew Valentine was present and informed the board of the tires needed for the grader.  The Board agreed to have Flat Out Tire replace the 4 tires on the grader.   
Public Comment – None
New Items 
June 6, 2023 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dale Otten to approve the Planning Commission recommendations for June 6, 2023.  Motion carried unanimously.
10th St SE Culvert – Board approval needed to proceed

A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Nancy Norsby to approve moving forward with the permitting required for 10th St. SE Culvert Replacement.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Wright County Engineer Chad Haussmann – Discuss/approve possible bituminous aprons off Co. Rd. 32

The Board discussed the County Paving project and the county doing the township bituminous aprons as previously completed years ago.  The County would mill and overlay the Townships portion for a fee of $5,000-$6,000 depending if the bituminous is 1 ½” or 2”.  A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Joel Kjome to approve the pave backs off County Rd. 32 for the Township side streets.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Dennis Beise / MN Hot Mix - discuss bituminous
Supervisor Dennis Beise contacted MN Hot Mix about paving.  MN Hot Mix discussed the paving required for Eastwood Ave. SE.  MN Hot Mix suggested a reclaim of Eastwood including the cul-de-sac.  MN Hot Mix recommended reclaiming Eastwood Ave. SE, grading, and paving it and they would be able to give the Township a cost.  MN Hot Mix noted the core samples should not take long to obtain. Supervisor Dale Otten noted the Board previously approved the engineer move forward with core samples on Eastwood and 30th, Deadrick Ave. SE and Eastwood Ave. SE.  The engineer noted the project would take a few months to prepare and it should be done earlier in the year since it may not be done in 2023.  

Supervisor Joel Kjome recommended not doing the overlay on 30th and Deadrick in 2023 but to complete it in the future.  Kjome also noted the Township uses Braun Intertec for the cores.  Supervisor Dennis Beise did not agree the cores needed to be done and informed the Board once the bituminous is removed then you should be able to look at the base to know if it looked bad.  Supervisor Dale Otten questioned who puts the bid spec and notice for bid together.  Supervisor Joel Kjome noted the Township has road standards that a company would need to go by in order to meet the 9-ton standard.  Supervisor Dennis Beise noted the engineer is not needed.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Nancy Norsby to send out for sealed bids.
Clerk McDougall questioned the Board what they were proposing sending out and to forward the information so the bid notice could be published for the required time.  The Board said it would be a reclaim for Eastwood Ave. SE.  Supervisors Kjome and Norsby commented they could work on a bid specification.  The Board questioned and discussed how the process works for bidding a project and putting together a bid spec.  Clerk McDougall noted the Motion had not been called.  The Board continued discussed the bidding process and Clerk McDougall informed the Board the engineer was previously approved to put together a bid specification packet so they did not need to do this themselves.  Supervisor Dennis Beise noted the Township Attorney might be able to show the Board how to do the required forms and timeline.  Supervisor Troy Beise informed the Board at the previous meeting they approved the engineer prepare the bid specs, soil correction area, notices for bidding.  The process has already started and it is not needed to have the Township Board prepare anything since they previously approved moving forward through the Township engineer.    

The Board discussed the motion on the table and that it was not needed since the engineering was approved at the second meeting in May.  The Board agreed to have Supervisor Joel Kjome to contact the engineer about getting something for Eastwood Ave. SE.  Supervisor Dennis Beise rescinded his motion and Supervisor Nancy Norsby rescinded the second to the motion.

Supervisor Joel Kjome – None
Supervisor Nancy Norsby – Informed the Board she attended the MNDOT meeting regarding HWY 55 and County Road 14.  It was recommended Nancy present different intersections that may be looked at in Rockford Township.  The Board suggested County Road 32 and Darrow Ave. SE and the intersection of 5th St. SE, HWY 55 and County Rd. 33 SE.
Supervisor Dennis Beise – None
Supervisor Troy Beise – Noted the tabletop will be replaced from a burn during a hall rental memorial service.
Supervisor Dale Otten – Update from the County and the Township engineer it will be a couple weeks for the 9th St. SE inlet project.  The County did believe they would be able to complete the project this year.  The County suggested the Township would cover a 25% cost.
