Abbreviated Meeting

The Board of Canvass meeting was held at the Rockford Town Hall and was called to order at 10:15 p.m.  Present were Beise, Kelley, Walker, McDougall and Wetter.  This meeting is to canvass and certify the March 11th 2003 Annual Election results.

The following results for the Annual Election of 2-Supervisor positions for 3-year terms: A total of 295 ballots were cast.  Bill Daluge had 126 votes, Karen McDougall had 163 votes, totaling 289 (289 +1-spoiled, 2-write-in, 3-no vote, for a total of 295 ballots cast) McDougall wins for Supervisor position 3-year term.  Leander Wetter had 143 votes, Bill Husom (write-in) had 114 votes, totaling 257 (257 +28-no vote, 9-write-in, 1-spoiled for a total of 295 ballots cast) Wetter wins for Supervisor position 3-year term.

Motion by Wetter second Walker to accept the Board of Canvass results of the election as presented.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 10 16 p.m.

March 11th 2003

Abreviated Meeting

The March 11th 2003 Abbreviated Meeting was called to order at 10:17 p.m.  All Board members were present.  The agenda was adopted as printed.  The minutes from the February 25th 2003 meeting were distributed to all Boards members prior to the meeting.   Motion by McDougall second by Kelley to approve the minutes from the February 25th 2003 meeting.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Tom Ernst was present to request approval for splitting of a lot and approval of a CUP for construction of a building.  Mr. Ernst informed the Board he was planning to build and rent out a 40 ft x 104 ft building.  Mr. Ernst had a hand drawing of the proposed building and an airel view of the property to be split.  The Board inquired about adequate parking, alternate site for septic, and if there was room for the building in regards to the Highway 55 proposed improvement project.  Also discussed was the problem with the signs and advertising in front of Mr. Ernst’s building.  There was some confusion regarding a letter from Planning & Zoning and the removal of signs that advertised some other business not in the building or in the Township.  The Board members suggested that Mr. Ernst should get the sign ordinance clarified from Planning & Zoning, have soil borings done, have an engineer draw up blueprints showing how the parking will be around the building and alternate site for septic before any approval is done.  Motion by Wetter second Walker to table the approval of a CUP and lot split until Mr. Ernst has plans drawn up showing the above mentioned items in question, and stake the building site for a Board site-inspection.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.
