· Motion made and seconded to approve the 2024 General Fund tax levy for $246,550.00. Motion carried unanimously.
· Road and Bridge increased for bituminous roads that need mill and overlays.  Motion made and seconded to approve the 2024 Road & Bridge Fund tax levy for $1,297,800.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
· Motion made and seconded to approve the 2024 Fire Fund tax levy for $200,000.00.  Motion carried unanimously. 
At 8:15 the total approved levy for 2024 is $1,744,350.00.  
Old Business – Moderator reviewed the Supervisor Report with Residents. Residents discussed the Town Board may replace the flooring in the hallway.  The Board may also be have the cement outside be replaced and the building may be painted since block was replaced last year.

New Business – Residents questioned why the Township taxes increased.  Clerk McDougall stated the taxes are increased by the residents at the annual meeting.  Residents discussed doing something with different zoning to expand tax base with additional industrial. Residents discussed gravel that is crushed and it was confirmed the gravel is class 5 that is applied to roadways.  Residents discussed looking into getting more gravel tax back than the current amount which was approximately $900 in 2022.
