Eastwood Avenue SE Improvements


Engineer Tim Korby was present concerning Eastwood Avenue SE improvements. He suggested that 3 or 4 more core samples be taken to determine how extensive the improper depth of bituminous is. He will contact Mike Parpovich to tell him what must be done with the road to bring it up to specs. Korby will also contact Parpovich to work out a solution for drainage out of the pond. The Board set September 1, 2006 as the completion date for both projects.

Buffalo Bituminous Conditional Use Permit

Troy Forcier was present, representing Buffalo Bituminous, requesting a two-year extension to their Conditional Use Permit for reclamation on the Janice Ruhr property. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to grant Buffalo Bituminous a one year extension of their Conditional Use Permit for reclamation purposes only, with the condition that a revised final plan for the area be drawn. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to accept the bid from Buffalo Bituminous for 2006 and 2007 gravel. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
