New Items – 
Mining Operation Discussion
Gary from Mathiowetz Construction informed the board they would be seeking board approval for a mining operation on the Taylor property, which is located at 3612 37th St. SE Delano.  The Board informed Gary that they would need a copy of the permit application before the next meeting on March 17, 2009.  
Building Entitlement Discussion

Bob Sinsivere discussed the property located at 5168 County Road 33 SE.  Sinsivere informed the Board they are in the process of possibly purchasing the 72.81 acre parcel.  Sinsivere is under the impression that there are no more building entitlements for this property and would like to know if the Board would be in support of possibly constructing a home on this parcel.  There is an adjoining five-acre parcel with a home but each parcel is owned by two separate banks and someone placed an offer on the parcel with the home.  They are unsure if they will be able to purchase both parcels at this time.  The Board suggested Sansivere obtain more information through Wright County on these two parcels and see if there are any entitlements remaining.   

Midland Nursery Sign Installation 

Midland Nursery submitted a sketch of a possible sign for their business which is located at 3536 Highway 55 SE, Buffalo but were not in attendance.  The Board suggested referring them to the County for the Sign Ordinance.
