The Board discussed the road maintenance for the Townships 55.01 miles of roadway.  The Board discussed more and continuous coverage for hauling gravel, grading, dust control, plowing, etc… and the benefits to Township residents by completing the duties of the Town in a timely manner.    The Board agreed that continuous coverage while one employee is out sick and or on vacation is a good idea.
