Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering, Kjome and Clerk McDougall.

Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the February 20, 2018 minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.
Continued Items  
Robin Kohn – P.I.D. 215-000-061404 – Discussion about splitting property

Robin Kohn was present to discuss possibly splitting a 10-acre parcel into two or three lots.  The Board informed Kohn the property was rezoned years ago and is no longer zoned agriculture.  The Board informed Kohn that a Developer’s Agreement would need to be signed with the Township and the road needs to be built to Township standards.  The Town Board cannot approve of a final plan until presented to the Township but consensus of the Board agreed with the concept plan 3 with additional changes.
Kevin Anderson – P.I.D. 215-000-061404 – Discussion about splitting property

Kevin Anderson was present to discuss splitting 10-acres into 6-7 lots, 9-ton blacktop road and sewer hookups. The Board informed Anderson that a non-riparian lot is not allowed.   The Township requires a Developer’s Agreement and the road would need to be built to the Township road standards.  The Town Board cannot approve of a final plan until presented to the Township but consensus of the Board agreed with the concept plan for multiple lots with additional changes.

New Items
Carrie Staker – 363 Halsey Ave. SE – Variance to convert 1 car garage into living space and enclose covered walkway
Carrie Staker was present to request Board approval for a variance to convert the garage to a living space and enclose the walkway.  The current garage is approximately 10’x15’.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to give concept approval for the Variance.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  The Board will give final approval when they receive the County form.
