Call to Order:

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda with the extraction of item number 7.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes from February 13, 2006

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the February 13, 2006 Land Use Plan meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous.
Meeting Minutes from the Halsey Public Hearing February 21, 2006
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to approve the February 21, 2006 Halsey Public Hearing meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous.

Meeting Minutes from the Regular Meeting February 21, 2006

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to approve the February 21, 2006 regular meeting minutes with one comment stricken under Supervisors. Motion carried by a unanimous.

Kaliher covered the auditing standards and the responsibility of their firm.  Kaliher informed the Board there were no difficulties in performing the audit for 2005.

Planning Commission  

Malinak – Pro-Kare Landscaping conditional use permit
No complaints have been noted for this Conditional Use Permit.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to approve the conditional use permit for a landscaping business and garden center to include retail sales for Pro-Kare Landscaping and to review again in 2 years.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Falde – Conditional Use permit to operate a home business


Ron Falde informed the board the proposed building would be 36’ x 56’ for a business.  Falde would have one part time employee, one business partner who would be in the office 1-2 times per week and himself.  Falde informed the board that he would most likely be in business for 5-6 years and then use the building for personal use.     


Supervisor McDougall noted that this would not affect township roads.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to approve of the request for a conditional use permit to operate a home business.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Land Use Plan – 

Ken Felger updated the board about upcoming meetings for Wright Counties Northeast Quadrant land use plan.  There will be a public hearing held on March 28, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the Rockford Town Hall for all residents who live in the Northeast Quadrant.

Planning Commission Recommendations

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to recognize the motions made for the two Planning Commission items. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.


Bob Perry from M.B.E. Inc. – contribution of $4,831.85



A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Daluge to accept the contribution from M.B.E. for $4,831.85.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  


Building Manager Responsibilities
Clerk McDougall recommended to the board there should be pay for a minimum amount when she has to come in on the weekends for hall rentals.  Clerk McDougall also noted that the auditor recommended having a Supervisor do a pop inventory along with her once every quarter.  

This item will be discussed further at the reorganization meeting in March.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to approve of a one-hour minimum pay for the building manager on weekends.  This will be discussed at the reorganization meeting for proposed changes.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Public Comment – 

Pat Davis addressed the board about the Halsey Paving project.  Davis presented the Clerk with a petition for 9th St. SE.  The petition is in favor of being paved along with the other 9th St. SE.  The Clerk will verify the petition and bring the petition for board approval at the next regular meeting.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to include side streets for plans and specs as an option excluding 6th St. and 8th St. SE.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisors
Supervisor Daluge – No comments.

Supervisor McDougall –  Supervisor McDougall informed the board that she would work on a draft for the Joint Powers agreement.  McDougall also mentioned the Right-of-Way ordinance and the items that still need to be addressed.  
Supervisor Eckblad –  Supervisor Eckblad recommended paving of Hamilton should it be included with the paving of Halsey and 9TH.  Eckblad also mentioned that he had spoken to Virgil Hawkins (Assistant County Eng.) and if he was aware of any plans of eliminating the Hamilton access to CR 33.  Supervisor Beise mentioned in the past he remembered that he had heard that statement of the County cutting off the Hamilton access to CR 33.

 

Eckblad asked if the Rockford maintenance crew could extend the existing culvert to the lake.  Supervisor McDougall did not think it could be done by our work forces.

 

Supervisor Beise –  Supervisor Beise informed the board that the Kasper request was withdrawn from the county for a proposed dog kennel.
