Rockford Township 

Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall, and Deputy Clerk Leintz and Crew Schlagel.

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the May 1, 2007 minutes as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to continue action on the May 5, 2007 road inspection notes to the June 5, 2007 meeting since they were not available. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel explained that the box on the new truck is mounted crooked. A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Deitering to reject the box and have a new box installed correctly. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.


Schlagel informed the Board that T&S Trucking would be doing the sweeping on the Halsey Avenue project.

Schlagel informed the Board that the City of Rockford has 500 to 1,000 yards of clay fill available for the hauling. The Board told Schlagel to work with them, but we would need a permit to bring in more than 500 yards.

Tom Sleypen was present to propose hauling our stockpiled gravel for us at $4.75 per cubic yard instead of paying Knife River $5.05 per cubic yard. The Board requested a written statement be obtained from Knife River stating that they don’t care if the gravel is loaded into Township trucks (as stated in the quote) or a truck contracted by the township.
Public Comment: 

Brad Heitanen was present concerning the size of the cul-de-sac in front of his property at 7064 7Th Street SE. Board members will look at it before a decision is made.
New Agenda Items: 

Boonedocks Saloon Liquor License Renewal 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to continue the Boonedocks Saloon Liquor License renewal to the June 5, 2007 meeting because we had no paperwork, and a representative was not present. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Resolution #2007-5.15 Regarding Dues Paid to Associations and Coalitions

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by McDougall to adopt Resolution #2007-5.15 stating that when dues are paid to any association or coalition, and the Town Board or employees may not be able to attend a certain percentage of meetings, the Township may remain a member of these associations or coalitions. Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall voted aye. Nays – none. Resolution #2007-5.15 was adopted by a unanimous vote.

Land Use Plan 

County Commissioner Jack Russek was present and explained that the 1 in 20 land designation is a separate issue from the land use plan, and the county needs to develop an ordinance, description and plan for the 1 in 20 designation. He stated that a final vote on the Northeast Quadrant Land Use Plan would probably be taken at the May 17, 2007 meeting. He stated that the township could approach the County Board regarding the 1 in 20 land designation In 6 to 12 months. Supervisor Deitering asked what we get in exchange if we lose 20% of our tax base to the cities. The Board wanted it clarified what the word “zoning” means. It was the consensus of the Board that the Mary Lake zoning and small lot designation will remain as it is presently.

Patricia Born gave the presentation that she plans to give to the Wright County Planning and Zoning Commission on Thursday, May 17, 2007 on behalf of the Rockford Township residents.
Supervisors

Supervisor Beise  – Inquired about the status of the salt shed plans. Stated that W-H will help pay for weed spray instead of spraying the same areas we spray.

Supervisor Deitering – None

Supervisor Eckblad  – Talked about the Halsey Avenue paving project.

Supervisor Kjome – Complimented Born on her presentation and stated he will stand behind her when she gives the presentation and hoped the rest of the Board would do the same.

Supervisor McDougall – Stated she is working on a history of all the Township black top roads. Stated that Board members need to do a walk through on the Halsey Avenue paving project before the final lift is put on.

Deputy Clerk Leintz – Informed the Board of the 30th Street bid opening on June 18, 2007 at 2:00 p.m., and that LHB placed the ad in the Construction Bulletin, and that it will also be placed in the local paper. Stated that the noxious weed spraying notice will be published in the local paper, and that spray forms are not available in our office.
Review of Bills 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to pay claim #14131 through claim #14163, in the amount of $22,012.80, including payroll. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Funds Report 


A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to accept the Funds Report as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad adjourn at 9:25 p.m. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
