Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, and McDougall, Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel. Supervisor Kjome and White were excused
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the May 5, 2009 regular meeting minutes as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
 Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel was present. The Board reviewed two quotes for crack filling.  Minnesota Roadways was $3,503.00 and Gopher State was $3,030.00.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the quotes from Gopher State Sealcoat, Inc. for $3,030.00 for the 2009 crack filling. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

The Board reviewed the quotes for blacktopping for the salt shed.  Knife River quote was $20,997.33; Mid-Minnesota Hot Mix was $18,950.00 and DMJ Asphalt for $18,800.00.  The Board agreed to have Supervisor Eckblad talk to Knife River about price adjustment since the maintenance crew can prepare the site for blacktopping and the Township will provide the class 5 aggregate.  No decision was made at this time.

May 5, 2009 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the May 19, 2009 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Salt Shed Inspection

The Board viewed the salt shed and discussed a few items that need to be fixed and or replaced.


A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to send Structural Builders a letter with a punch list of items that need to be completed before the remaining retainage is paid.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Discussion of items in the Right-Of-Way
The Board discussed items in the right of way and the townships liability if items are not removed.  Clerk McDougall will send a letter to a homeowner who has items in the right-of-way and whom installed a 12-inch culvert versus the 15-inch culvert that is required by Rockford Township. 
Supervisors

Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad requested the Clerk get a copy of the fire contract from the City of Rockford, which contains the verbiage change for their upcoming Fire Board meeting.  
Supervisor Eckblad located the property corners also surveyed a right-of-way for a resident so a rock can be moved back out of the R.O.W.  Eckblad also spoke with the homeowner about the importance of removing the item.  
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall informed Crew Schlagel of the wash out on Eaton in the Whispering Winds Development.  Qwest also did some boring in the Whispering Winds Park and restoration needs to be completed.  
Supervisor Beise – Supervisor Beise suggested sending the county a letter regarding turn lanes on County road 32.  The Board discussed the location of the temporary turn lanes for the Taylor pit and felt the turn lanes should be placed by Darrow Ave. SE.  The Clerk will prepare and send a letter regarding turn lanes and trimming the trees in this area for better visibility.  
Supervisor Beise asked the Clerk to send a letter to Wright County Planning and Zoning regarding Bob Mobley’s vegetable stand, which is located on Division and Calder Ave. SE.  There has not been a conditional use permit for this and the area should be cleaned up. 

Clerk McDougall – Clerk McDougall presented pricing for new chairs for hall renters.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the purchase of 40 navy blue chairs.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Clerk McDougall suggested the Board cancel the rental of rugs from Cintas because of expense versus purchasing the rugs.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to cancel the rug rentals from Cintas.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Clerk McDougall also suggested the hall purchase a new vacuum.  The clerk will check around for pricing on a commercial vacuum.

Funds Report – A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the funds report through April 30, 2009.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Review of Bills 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to pay claim #15505 through claim #15534, in the amount of $55,223.97, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
