City of Buffalo Sewer Plant Expansion/25th Street SE

The City of Buffalo is starting a sewer plant expansion on Monday, May 7, 2007. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to allow the City of Buffalo to post 30 mph. signs on the east and west ends of 25th Street SE, in Rockford Township, for the duration of the expansion project. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

30th Street SE-East of the Town Hall

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to proceed with rebidding 30th Street and Deadrick Ave. with two options: Option A-Deadrick Ave SE overlay; and Option B-30th Street SE shaping, gravel and paving. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
