May 20, 2008 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the May 20, 2008 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Halsey Avenue Payment Discussion/Road Inspection Update
Al Miller, 7476 9th Street SE, was present requesting grey granite chips in his driveway. like it was before construction. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to replace the Class 5 in Miller’s driveway with granite chips at a cost of $131.00. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Window Blinds for Hall/Office
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to purchase vertical blinds, for the hall and office, from Budget Blinds at a cost of $1,517.76, installed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Culvert Pricing and Delivery Cost Increase
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Deitering to increase the culvert delivery charge from $35.00 to $55.00, effective immediately. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. The price of culverts was continued to the June 3, 2008 meeting.
Halsey Avenue  Payment Discussion/Road Inspection Update - continued

Engineer Tim Korby was present concerning the payment request of $19,964.12 from Knife River. The option favored by the Board is to pay Knife River $10,000 with LHB paying $3,500 and the township paying $6,500. A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to have Korby negotiate a settlement with Knife River on Rockford Township’s behalf. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
