Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 
Chair Beise called the meeting to order 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering, Kjome, Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel.  

Agenda
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the agenda with the deletion of New Item B. Jean Hafften.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the May 7, 2019 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the May 11, 2019 road inspection notes with the revision.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Revision to Road Inspection Notes

Noted damage in ditch on east side of culvert south of near railroad tracks, repair/replace culvert.  
Maintenance Crew – Crew Schlagel noted he was able to get one quote for hauling gravel since another company backed out from putting in a quote.  The one quote received for hauling gravel was from Kolles Sand and Gravel for $7.00 per cubic yard.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and second by Supervisor Deitering to approve the quote from Kolles Sand and Gravel for $7.00 per cubic yard.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Mining Ordinance Revisions prior to attorney review


The Board agreed to send the draft Mining Ordinance to the Township Attorney and the County Attorney for their review.
Pay Equity Review

The Board discussed current job points, wages and compliance.  Supervisor Deitering discussed the wage gap between the two long-term Maintenance employees, the Clerk and the new hire for Maintenance.  Deitering explained the two different job classes and two different job points for pay equity.  The two long-term Maintenance employees have 213 job points and are at a top wage in their job class.  Supervisor Deitering questioned the Board about the long term Clerk/Treasurer with 275 job points and being at the top of her job class but not making the top wage. The Board also discussed reviewing a step pay plan for employees.  A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve a wage increase for the Clerk to match what the long-term maintenance employees are earning.  Motion failed.  In favor: Supervisor Deitering and Kjome. Opposed: Supervisor Eckblad and Beise.  Abstained: Supervisor McDougall.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to continue this to the next meeting to review a step pay plan.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad discussed his meeting with Paul Otto from Otto Associates regarding the culvert on Calder Ave. SE.  The meeting notes will be attached to these minutes after the Board approves.  Resident Duane Rolstad noted the location of the drain tile on the east side of Calder 6’ south of the fence post.  The Board also discussed obtaining an easement from the property owners prior to the installation of the centerline culvert.
Supervisor Eckblad discussed a Township culvert at 347 Halsey Ave. SE.  The previous property owners connected to the Township culvert.  This may need to be separated in the future so the Township can maintain its own culvert.

Supervisor Beise – Noted the Summer Short Courses for June 17, 2019 in St. Cloud.
Clerk McDougall – Clerk McDougall informed the Board of the Township Attorneys comments for the City of Hanover Annexation Agreement.  The Board agreed to have Clerk McDougall send the comments to the City of Hanover and to move forward with the agreement.
