Land Use Plan

Ken Felger informed the board the Northeast Land Use Plan meeting on May 1, 2006 went well and the County is going to articulate some of the 1988 goals such as:

1. Make the most efficient and economical use of public funds and investments.

2. Provide a wide range of opportunity for urban and rural development.

3. Protect Agricultural lands from encroachment by incompatible land uses and provide assurances that such areas will remain agricultural in nature.  

4. Protect, preserve and enhance the quality of the natural environment, and require development to take place in a manner, which makes wise use of Wright County’s resources without degradation.  

There will be another Wright County Northeast Quadrant Land Use Plan meeting June 5, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. in the Wright County Board Room.  On the agenda will be Land Use in Townships.  The public is welcome to attend.  
Supervisor Eckblad informed the board and residents that the information for the Wright County Northeast Land Use Plan information would be available on the Counties website soon.  

Felger also informed the board and residents, in July there will be another public input meeting.  The Clerk will post the meeting as soon as information of time and date are available.

Planning Commission Recommendations – 

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by McDougall to accept the recommendations by the Planning Commission.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Haley Ave. SE – Water run off to catch basin – 

Jim Tiggelaar from LHB Engineering was present to answer any questions for the Halsey Paving Project Planning.  The board set up a site meeting for Saturday May 6 or Tuesday May 9, 2006.  A date and time will be confirmed on Wednesday May 3, 2006.    
Halsey Ave. SE Road alignment – 

Joe Francis questioned the board if the road was going to be raised at 529 Halsey.  The board informed Francis that the road would not be raised and he should lower the storm sewer structure casting by one foot.  
John Heinz – Property – John and Calvin Heinz asked for the boards input about rezoning his property to 2.5-acre lots.  The board directed him to Wright County.
Termination of Permit – Farmington Ave. Reconstruction 

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to allow chairperson Beise to sign the termination permit.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Dispose of Old Township Computer -

Supervisor Deitering – Supervisor Deitering would like the board to keep looking into purchasing a sound system for the township.   
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall suggested compensating the Annual Township Meeting Moderator.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to compensate the Moderator for annual township meetings at that current year’s rate for Supervisors.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.    

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to compensate the Moderator for March 14, and May 2, 2006 annual meetings.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.    

Supervisor McDougall informed the board that cleanup day went well this spring.  McDougall also noted that it would take the crew a good month for the gravel roads to be in good condition.   
Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad informed the board that at the City of Delano Fire meeting their insurance costs went up from $9,345.00 to $19,175.00.
Supervisor Beise – Supervisor Beise informed the board that the City of Delano would not be purchasing a ladder truck since the surrounding fire departments have enough ladder trucks to cover the area.
