Kurt Lofrano – Variance removes and replace existing pole shed – 
Resident Lofrano was not in attendance at the meeting.

A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Eckblad to continue this item to the next regular meeting May 3, 2005, since Lofrano was not here.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

HWY 55 Corridor Coalition Joint Powers Subdivision Authority- 

The Board discussed having the Clerk send a letter to the Coalition recommending different times for the Hwy 55 meetings.  

A Motion was made by Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to not sign the Joint Powers agreement and to have the Clerk draft a letter noting concerns to the Highway 55 Corridor Coalition.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

The Johnson’s were not at the meeting and will call the Clerk when they need to be back on the agenda.

The Board continued this item to the next regular meeting.

New Items

Variance & Project request – Dave Szykulski 

Szykulski requested the Boards approval of the variance to continue with the original plans that were presented to the Board in the past meetings.  
The Board discussed finding out more information on the Counties findings for the Szykulski variance.  

Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Eckblad to have a meeting with the Wright County to get facts from both sides and to ask the County to hold the final opinion on the findings so the Board and County can meet on May 11, 2005.   Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Miske / Walters’s annexation – Matt Goldstein – Lundgren Brothers 
Matt Goldstein and the Board discussed the meeting with the City of Rockford held on April 26, 2005; and the two points of access onto Gabler and improving the intersection onto Highway 55.  
The Board did not enter into the Orderly annexation agreement at this time. 
A Motion was made by McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to meet with the City of Rockford about Orderly Annexation Agreements to include the Miske/Walters property and the City of Rockford 2005 Comp Plan Draft on May 23, 2005.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Public Comment was made about the Gabler Ave Road improvements if the road is improved.  A resident had concerns about the driveway to her property and having access to the road and the recovery of the roadbed.  
The resident also expressed concern that it seems some of the Board is more concerned with the developers and not the residents.  
City of Hanover – 

Supervisor Otto and Daluge met with the City of Hanover in an informal working group to discuss the possibility of an orderly annexation agreement.  

A Motion was made by Daluge and seconded by Otto to table this item to the next regular meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

City of Buffalo- Annexation request for State HWY Dept. on HWY 25
A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Daluge to continue this item until the Board can get further information.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
