Abbreviated Meeting
1) Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 11:10 p.m. for the abbreviated meeting.  
Supervisors present were Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Kelley, Otto, Clerk McDougall, and Crew Schlagel.  
2) Agenda – Motion by McDougall and second by Daluge to accept agenda as printed.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.

3) Meeting Minutes - Feb. 22, 25, and Board of Audit minutes.

Motion by Otto and second by Kelley to rescind all motions to approve all minutes from February 1 to the present.  To review all prior minutes later, with January 25, 2005 meeting minutes with considerable issues. Motion carried, all voting in favor.

Supervisor McDougall stated that she would like a copy of the partial time card copy of Hafften’s and the copy of the completed time card available to attach to a copy of the minutes with the review of the past meeting minutes.

4) Maintenance Crew – Schlagel stated that he had some pricing for pressure washers, and salt shed pictures.  The Board continued this item to the March 22, 2005 regular meeting.

5) Ken Felger – Rezoning Request  - Mr. Felger requested the support from the Board to allow rezoning change for his property.  Mr. Felger asks what the appropriate steps would be to rezone his property.  The Board informed Mr. Felger that Wright County Planning and Zoning are currently administering the planning and zoning for the Township.  Mr. Felger stated that he would like to rezone to 2.5-acre lots.  The Board felt that the rezoning would be difficult for this area, since it is not currently allowed in our Land Use Plan.
Mr. Felger was advised to check out his options to request a lower density and come to our March 22, 2005 meeting.

Motion by Daluge and second by Kelley to continue to March 22, 2005 regular meeting.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.

 Motion by Daluge and second by Kelley to allow the Township attorney to draft a letter for Wright County authorizing them to administer the Township Planning and Zoning.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.
6) Supervisors
Supervisor Kelley – Supervisor Kelley asked if the Clerk had contacted Adopt a Pet for pricing on an animal control program.  Clerk McDougall had not yet contacted them.
Supervisor Daluge – Supervisor Daluge requested that the timecards for Mr. Schlagel and Mr. Hafften be detailed on the work that is done in one day.

Supervisor Otto – Supervisor Otto had questions on time cards from the employees.  The Clerk will go over the issues with Mr. Hafften since he was not at this meeting.
Supervisor McDougall- Supervisor McDougall had been contacted about having a defibulator donated to the Hall and questioned the Board if they would accept the donation.    The Board agreed it would be good to have one on site for emergencies, and would accept on if donated.
Supervisor McDougall informed the Board that Crossroads has changed the locks and asked if the Township was going to continue using their service until the March 22 meeting – when the animal control contract will be on the agenda.  It was the consensus of the Board that we continue using Crossroads Animal Shelter until the March 22, 2005 meeting.
7) Clerk – 
· The Clerk informed the Board about not being able to contact someone about getting copies of the City of Rockford Meetings tapes other than the City itself.

· Clerk informed the Board the cost for Fire Services for Delano would remain around the same amount from 2004. 

· Clerk contacted Nancy from the City of Rockford, found out the letter date Feb. 11, 2005 was for a correction to a legal description that was wrong at the County; the legal description was regarding the Hurst property.

· Clerk cleared up the question about the MEDICA billing and that the employee and not the Township paid the amount.

· Clerk contacted the West Metro Humane society and received a base cost of around $800 per year for their services. Called Patty Salzwedel who the City of Monticello uses and she provides service for the surround cities and Townships.  Clerk left a message and has not received call back.

· Clerk contacted the Wright County Sheriff’s Dept., they do not have an animal control officer, and the County only enforces the Township and City ordinances.

· Clerk contacted Boudreau about how much the tonnage was for the scrap from the fall 2004 clean-up day.  No call received back.

· Clerk sent the State Auditor Office and former clerk a copy of the fraud audit.

8) Review of Bills
Supervisor Otto questioned if the Eidie Bailly claim was for the 2004 audit or the 2003 audit and if the Township had paid for the fraud audit.  Clerk McDougall will look into which claims have been paid.
Motion by Daluge and second by McDougall to pay claims from #12194 to 12211.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.
Motion by McDougall and second by Beise to adjourn at 12:45 a.m.
