Regular Meeting
Call To Order and the Pledge of Allegiance – Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisors present were Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Eckblad, Otto, Clerk McDougall and Crew Hafften.
Agenda – 
· A Motion was made by McDougall and seconded by Daluge to accept the agenda with the addition under item #8 for the Johnson variance.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
Meeting Minutes – 
· A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Eckblad to move the meeting minutes to after the public comment.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
Maintenance Crew – 

· Pressure Washers was tabled until the crew can bring in further information.
· Loader Bucket quote for a new bucket from Zeigler $4,920.00 and to repair the current bucket would cost $4,500.
A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Daluge to purchase the new loader bucket for $4,920.00 from Zeigler Company.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
· The Board is still working on the Salt Shed size.
· Supervisor Eckblad will look into purchasing reflective T-shirts.
Continued Items

Variance & Project request – Dave Szykulski 

The Board discussed the variance request.  Resident Szykulski presented a copy of the print and informed the Board that the variance is to continue with the original plans that were presented to the Board in the past meetings.  
The Board will attend the Wright County Board of Adjustment meeting on Friday April 22, 2005 at 9:30 a.m. 
A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Daluge to have three Board members attend the Wright County Board of Adjustment Meeting on Friday April 22, 2005 and Supervisors Eckblad and Daluge will go look at the property.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Miske / Walters’s annexation – Matt Goldstein – Lundgren Brothers Matt Goldstein requested an update of the meeting held between the City of Rockford and the Town Board on April 18, 2005.  The Board informed the developer that the Board could not make any decisions on the Orderly Annexation Agreement until the Developer and the City of Rockford work out the plans to the Cities standards.  

A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Daluge to be willing to enter into an Orderly Annexation Agreement with the City of Rockford and Lundgren Brothers provided the City and Lundgren Brothers work out the plans for two exits for the proposed development.  With Gabler Ave. road maintenance issues to be determined with the City of Rockford and the Rockford Town Board.  In favor, Supervisor Otto, Daluge, Beise.  Opposed, Supervisor Eckblad, and McDougall. Motion carried 3 to 2.  
New Items

Kurt Lofrano – Variance removes and replace existing pole shed – 
Resident Lofrano discussed building a new pole shed to replace an old shed that will be torn down.  Lofrano informed the Board he would meet whatever the setbacks that is required.  The proposed pole shed would be 1,728 sq. ft.  The old pole shed is 1,500 sq. ft.  Lofrano would like the shed in the same location, which is North end of the lot.  

A Motion was made by McDougall and seconded by Daluge to continue this item to enable the Board to review the site.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Tom Oneel – Zoning Change Request – 
Oneel presented to the Board a request to change the zoning on his property, which is 57.1 Acres of land.  The Board could not give an opinion at this time since this plan is not in the Land Use Plan for the Township.  The Board recommended Oneel present this to the County Planning Commission.
Daniel & Jan Johnson – Variance request for outbuilding-

Jan Johnson presented to the Board pictures of surrounding buildings and barns in the area and requested the Board approve the variance to build one 4,000 sq. ft. building or two 2,000 sq. ft. buildings.  The use for the building would be storage of miscellaneous items such as 4-wheelers, boats, and other items.  The Johnson’s would like to build this outbuilding before the house is built for storage purposes only and this will not be used to run a business.  
Neighboring residents attended the meeting to voice their concerns of the proposed building.  Residents questioned why the building would be built before the house and had concerns if the property was sold with out a house built and only an existing shed.  The residents had concerns with the size of a 4,000 sq. ft.  building and the blocking of the scenery along the river.  

The Johnson’s will ask the County to continue the meeting until the Board and residents can view the site plans.

Gabler Ave SE Ravine Project – Bids

The Board is waiting to discuss the bids with the attorney until any further decisions can be made to proceed with the project.

A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Daluge to give the Chair the right to call a special meeting for the Gabler Ave. Ravine project, when the attorney can answer the Townships questions.  Motion carried by a unanimously vote. 
HWY 55 Corridor Coalition Joint Powers Subdivision Authority- 
Supervisor Otto moved and seconded by Eckblad to continue this item to the next regular meeting to give the Board time to review the bi-laws.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Rockford Township Giving Wright County Subdivision Authority – 

The Board discussed not appointing Wright County to be the planning commission for the Township.  
A Motion was made by McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to enter into the Joint Power Agreement with Wright County administering the subdivision authority for the Township.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
ATV Complaint – 
Supervisor Otto will speak with the complainant and Supervisor Beise will contact the Sheriff to find out what can be done. 

A Motion was made by Otto and seconded by Daluge to continue this to the next regular meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Township Hall concrete repair – 

Supervisor McDougall presented one quote for repairing the concrete.  

A Motion was made by Otto and second by Eckblad to acquire more quotes for the sidewalk repair.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Public Comment – 

· Ken Felger updated the Board of the proposed zoning changes and will be seeking 2.5-acre lot approval through the County.  
· Pam Kelley – had a comment about having the Board make a policy to post notices on the website along with the Town Hall.  

The Board encouraged the posting of notices on the Website and the Town Hall and will check with the Township attorney to find out if the website can be a legal posting area.
A Motion was mad by Otto and seconded by Eckblad to add the websites www.rockfordtownship.com  and www.township.rockford.mn.us as the legal posting site in addition to the Town Hall posting area.  The postings should be posted in a timely fashion as soon as they are issued.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
· Brad Burns – inquired about the how and what else needs to be completed to get the Halsey paving project going. The Board will set a work session to discuss the Halsey Paving Project and leaving the road in its current location and bringing the road up to a 9-ton standard.  The Board will also find out from the attorney if there needs to be another hearing since the paving will only be for Halsey Ave. SE.

A Motion was made by Daluge and seconded by Otto to accept the April 11, 2005 Board of Equalization minutes as printed, Daluge amended the motion and Otto amended the second to correct the adjournment to be continued.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
A Motion was made by McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to accept the April 12, 2005 regular meeting minutes with the changes and corrections.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad  Keep the Klein National Bank same bank
The meeting adjourned at 4:20 PM. and was continued to Friday, April 8, 2005 at 6:00 PM.
