Annual Meeting Minutes
1)  Call to Order The Annual Meeting of Rockford Township was held at the Rockford Town Hall, following the Annual Election.  The meeting was called to order at 8:10 p.m. by the Clerk.  The Clerk thanked everyone for attending and asked attendees to recite the pledge to the flag.  Attendees were asked to sign the sheet that was being passed around the room.
2) Election of a Moderator   The Clerk asked for nominations to elect a moderator for the annual meeting.  Motion made and seconded for Lenny Bengtston to be the moderator.  The Clerk called for any more nominations, two more times, there were no further nominations.  All voting in favor, motion carried.

4) 2005 Receipts and Disbursements   This was tabled to a later date.    
5) Funds Report   Clerk McDougall started to give her treasurers report but residents noted concerns that there was a $300,000.00 difference from the ending number of 2004 and the beginning number for 2005.  

Clerk McDougall informed the residents that the report from 2004 included the investments and the 2005 did not include the investments in the beginning number.  

Clerk McDougall informed the residents that investments were not recorded properly in prior years in the CTAS accounting program.  The accounting program also did not have correct beginning numbers.  

Resident Otto questioned why the 2005 audit report did not match the 2005 treasurer report.  Residents requested an explanation as to why these numbers were not correct.  This was continued to May 2, 2006 so that the township auditor could be present to explain the 2005 audit report.

· General Fund – The proposed General Fund amount for taxes to be voted upon due in 2007 was $203,400.00.  Motion made and seconded to accept the General Fund proposed amount, as is.  Majority voting in favor, motion carried 20 to 14.   

· Road/Bridge Fund – The proposed Road/Bridge amount for taxes to be voted upon due in 2007 was $859,000.00.  Motion made and seconded to accept the Road/Bridge Fund as recommended for $859,000.00.  All voting in favor, motion carried 21 to 11.

· Fire Fund – The proposed Fire Fund amount for taxes to be voted upon due in 2006 was $175,000.00.  Motion made and seconded to accept the Fire Fund as recommended for $175,000.00.  All voting in favor, motion carried.

Motion made and seconded to adopt a total 2007 levy amount of $1,237,400.00 for receipt of taxes due in the year 2007.  Majority voting in favor, motion carried.
