Long Lake Hounds


Cindy Piper and Junior Lehman were present requesting an amendment to the Long Lake Hounds Conditional Use Permit to expand the permit for a dog kennel to allow outdoor exercise of dogs between 7 a.m. and 8 p.m. within the boundaries of the 40-acre tract. They currently must have the dogs in pens by 5 p.m., and they would like to extend the hours for exercising to 8 p.m. to allow volunteers to come after work. They would also like to increase the allowable area of use from 12.5 acres to 25 acres.

Diana and Joe Krautbauer were present because they live approximately 300 yards behind the property line. They stated that the present permit is being violated because the dogs are sometimes out at 6 a.m. and 6 p.m. They requested that the hours remain the same (7 a.m. to 5 p.m.) because of the howling. Lehman said they could put white tin along the west and south for a windbreak and noise barrier.
Supervisor Otto arrived at 6:55 p.m.
