June 2, 2009 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the June 2, 2009 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Martin Mooney – 3205 Brandis Ave. SE – Items in R.O.W. and culvert Discussion
Resident Mooney was present to discuss the 12” culvert and rocks that are in the township right-of-way.  The Board discussed the shallow ditches in this area and a 12” culvert would be the best versus the 15” standard culvert.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to allow the 12” culvert with aprons and rocks must be removed from the right-of-way.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.       
Phone Service

Clerk McDougall presented pricing from Qwest for phone service.  The change in service would save about $50.00 per month for the same service that the township is currently receiving from Lakedale Link.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the quote from Qwest for phone service.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Blacktopping of Intersection off County road 32

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to have Knife River pave 100 feet for each approach with the money from blacktopping dedicated reserves.
