Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, White, McDougall, Clerk McDougall and Crew Hafften.  Supervisor Kjome was excused.
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda with the addition of bio-solid hauling on Gabler Ave. SE and 22nd St. SE.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the October 19, 2010 regular meeting minutes as written.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew

Crew Hafften was present.  Hafften discussed the filter on the ice machine and recommended changing from the ridged copper line to rubber hose and build housing for the filter cartridge for easier access.  The filter is difficult to take out and change since there is not enough room between the wall and the ice machine.  The ridged copper line is kinked which should also be replaced. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and Seconded by Supervisor McDougall to have the maintenance crew place filter housing and purchase a new filter.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  The plumbing for the line and a water shut off valve will be discussed in the future.
Hafften informed the board of the damage that was being done to 22nd St. SE and Gabler Ave. SE from bio-solid hauling from the City of Rockford.  The board was not notified of hauling from the City of Rockford.  The Board instructed the Clerk to send a letter to the City of Rockford regarding the hauling and the damage that is being done on the township roads.  Previously the City of Rockford would not sign an agreement for a haul road and stated they would not be hauling in the spring of 2010.  The Town Board will bill the City for all damages caused by hauling. 

Hafften talked to the board regarding a resident who has been driving in the ditch, which is the road right-of-way, to feed their animals.  This resident is also depositing dead trees from their side of the fence to the road right-of-way.  The board discussed having the Clerk send a letter to the residents informing them the trees need to be cleaned out of the ditch and they must feed their animals by accessing them from their property and not the road right-of-way.   
Hafften talked to the Board about a township resident who makes complaints to him about where the snow is being deposited in the winter.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and Seconded by Supervisor White to send the resident a letter informing the resident to not make comments to maintenance staff but should contact the clerk to be place on an agenda.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Hafften discussed purchasing a hitch for the 140M grader.  This will be discussed at the next meeting. 
Continued Items - The Board tabled the fluid in the Challenger Mower Tractor tires to a later date.
