Maintenance Crew 

The Board and Crew Hafften discussed obtaining bids for a 2-year gravel pile since the current pile will not last for another year.  Clerk McDougall will post and publish notice for a crushed, class 5, 2-year pile.  Bid opening will be 7:00 p.m. at the August 2, 2011 meeting. 
Hafften also informed the Board heavy rains have eroded shoulders and they need to start graveling them.  Another option to fix the shoulders would be to use a disc from another entity to try to pull some gravel in.   The Board agreed to try a disc and add gravel where it is needed.    
Hafften and the Board agreed that striping needs to be done on Farmington and Deadrick Ave. SE.  Hafften will get quotes for Striping and a grinder prior to striping.  Grinding down prior to painting should make the paint last longer. 
Hafften and the Board agreed to get three quotes for a bucket truck for high limb removal brush cutting since there is so much.  

The Board and Hafften discussed the property that paved to the gravel road edge and the danger it poses for equipment and safety.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to have Clerk McDougall send a letter notifying the resident to apply and pay for a driveway permit and cut the pavement back.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   Maintenance staff will mark the area where it needs to be cut.
