Please use the following guidelines when preparing
your recyclables; our recycler cannot take your items if
they are not prepared properly or contain non-
acceptable items.

* Have your recyclables out at the curb by 7:00 a.m.
« WE CAN NOT ACCEPT MOTOR OIL
CONTAINERS.

*« PLACE CANS, GLASS & NEWSPAPERS IN
BROWN BAGS. Glass must be rinsed, labels do not
have to be removed. No window glass, ceramic,
or broken glass.

+« CANS MUST BE RINSED, remove labels, do not
sort.

+  NEWSPAPERS SHOULD BE IN BROWN BAGS,
no telephone books or magazines.

+ CORRUGATED CARDBOARD ONLY, must be
tied in bundles.

+ PLASTICS, we collect two types of plastic, PETE
& HDPE. Basically, any plastic bottle with a neck (milk
jugs, pop bottles, fabric softener, laundry soap).
Some of these plastics are not bottles with necks, WE
CAN  NOT TAKE THEM. Please rinse & flatten.
Plastics may be placed in plastic bags.

« CAR BATTERIES, should not be cracked or
leaking.

« IF YOU NEED ANOTHER BLUE RECYCLE TUB,
please call Rachelle at the township office & arrange
to pick one up.

* Our curbside recycle program is a service for
residential properties only. Commercial or industrial
properties in our township should contact Wright
Recycling or another waste contractor if they desire
these services.

*  You will receive another newsletter giving you the
details of our spring & fall clean-up days; it will list the
items we will be able to accept, along with the fees
needed for those items, if any.
