VOTING INFORMATION The polling place for the township election is the town hall located at 3039 Dague Avenue S.E., Buffalo.  The hall will be open from 7 a.m. - 8 p.m. on Tuesday, March 8, 2005.  Absentee ballots are available from our office.  You may either stop in or submit a written request for an absentee ballot.  The office will be open for absentee voting on Saturday, March 5, 2005, from 10 a.m. - 12 noon.
TOWNSHIP ANNUAL MEETING After the polls close at 8 p.m. on March 8, the Annual Meeting will be held at our township hall.  Supervisors attend this meeting and help answer questions; however, this is a meeting run by the residents of the township. ANNEXATION AND SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE UPDATE The Town Board has established a township subdivision ordinance, and will be serving as the Planning Commission.  

The City of Rockford sent the Town Board a letter, stating that it was imposing their subdivision ordinance within two miles of the boundaries of the city.  The Town Board and the City have requested an opinion from Attorney General Mike Hatch on the legality of these actions.

The City of Rockford has received several petitions from property owners wanting to annex their land into the City of Rockford for high density development.  The Town Board is concerned that the added traffic would have an adverse effect on the maintenance of the gravel roads, and they are also a safety concern about additional traffic that would be placed onto Highway 55 at the Gabler Avenue intersection.   
The Town Board has attempted to meet with city council to discuss the future needs of the City and to try and work out some type of agreement with them on an orderly annexation area.  

The Town Board and the Buffalo City Council have negotiated an orderly annexation agreement for a small area in the Northwest part of the township.  The Town Board does not have an agreement with the City of Hanover at this time.  

Added note:   District 883 (the Rockford School District) held an election by mail on February 15 asking the residents of that school district to approve a bond to cover operating costs.  The referendum for the Rockford School District failed for the third time.
