Please, do not plow snow onto or across a public road or leave snow piles on the road or in the right-of-way.  This snow may cause a hazard.  If accident or equipment damage were to occur, you may be liable.  The township is sending letters to violators and the sheriff may be asked to issue a citation for repeat offenders.
GARBAGE & RECYCLING CONTAINERS - OTHER ITEMS  Please keep all items off the road.  When plowing snow, the road crew will not go around any items left in the roadway.  As a guide, keep any items such as garbage and recycling bins, in your driveway, behind an imaginary line corresponding with your mail box.
