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NE QUADRANT LAND USE PLAN UPDATE
The proposed plan is under review at this time by the Wright County Planning and Zoning Commission.  A public hearing before that Commission was held on April 12th ; many people attended, the public hearing was continued.  As a result of that hearing, a workshop for the Planning Commission was scheduled on May 2.  There was no opportunity for public comment at that meeting.

IN THE KNOW!  - You can help us, by keeping a watchful eye on conditions around you.  Keep a look out for road hazards, such as downed signs or objects in the road, and give us a call, we do appreciate your help.
WORKING TOGETHER – From time to time the board does road maintenance projects, such as ditch cleaning and tree & brush removal.  When property owners cooperate, costs are reduced and the projects have better results.  We look forward to working with you, if the need arises.

LIABILITY – The town board does it’s best to advise people in the township of any potential hazards.  Please be aware, we are trying to protect the public, and when we contact you about a problem, we are trying to protect both you and the township from any legal or criminal actions.
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DUST CONTROL – We will be applying magnesium chloride to the roads again this year; we plan on applying the product on Wednesdays and Thursdays each week.  Many factors affect when the product is put down, such as, road restrictions, road preparation, railroad delivery, scheduling, and, of course, the weather.  We like to have it all finished by the end of June.

DRIVEWAY IMPROVEMENT PERMITS REQUIRED – Permits are required for any new driveway installations or any hard surfacing of driveways.  You do not need a permit if you are adding gravel to your driveway.  The permits are $25, and you get an application from our office.  The crew will check the site and advise you of any items that affect the township road or right-of-way.
MAILBOX SUPPORTS – Why do we care about your mailbox support? Illegal mailbox supports can cause serious, if not deadly, consequences if hit by a motor vehicle.  You can purchase the swing-away style mailbox support though us.  As an added note, remember, that the town board has  established a policy that nonconforming mailbox supports will not be replaced by the township if damaged by snow plowing activity.  Call our office for standards, and cost information.

WEEDS, TREES & BRUSH – State Law assigns the Town Board as noxious weed inspectors.  Noxious weeds must be controlled.  If we become aware of noxious weeds on your property, we will mail you a notice.  The township sprays for weeds & brush in the right-of-way annually.  If you do not want us to spray on your property, please request a Non-Spray Form.  This year the forms are due on June 8, 2007.  Remember, that you still have to maintain the right-of-way and remove all weeds and brush; if it is not done by the time we spray; we will spray, even though you did sign a form.
