ITEMS IN THE ROAD AND RIGHT-OF-WAY – Keep the township road and right-of-way clear at all times.  Parking on the road is always discouraged. It never fails…. when we have a snowfall or need to do some type of road maintenance, it seems that things are in the way.  The crew can not do their work in a timely manner if they have to go around vehicles, garbage cans and recycle containers; keep them in your driveway off the main traveled road surface. 
Never store any objects on the road.
HALSEY AREA PAVING PROJECT UPDATE - Last Fall, Halsey and Hamilton Avenue, 7th, and 9th Streets in the Lake Charlotte/Martha area were blacktopped.  Final work should be complete by Memorial Day weekend.  The final lift will be applied and driveways will be matched to the final pavement height; final costs and the assessment amount will be determined.  Assessments hearings for properties affected by the improvement will be held soon; property owners that will have an assessment will receive a written notice.  The board wishes to thank you for your cooperation during the construction period.  
MEETINGS

The board may not take action on items not on the agenda. COMPLAINTS

COMPLAINT FORMS – We need people to sign complaint forms to document nuisances. The township keeps the complainants name confidential, unless it moves onto further legal action. You can print a complaint form on our web site or contact our office and we will send you one.  

NUISANCES – Wright County has established a program to help deal with properties with unsightly conditions.  There could be criminal penalties involved, including jail time.  We will contact you if we receive a complaint; please work with us so we do not have to go to the criminal procedure.
ANIMAL IMPOUND - The Township has an ordinance requiring dogs be on their own property, and that they not be a nuisance.  
[image: image1.wmf][image: image2.wmf]We have renewed our contract with the Crossroads Animal Shelter - 763/684-1234 for impounding of nuisance and lost dogs.  If your pet is missing, check with the shelter.  The people finding them, if owner identification was available would return some stray dogs.  This would avoid impounding and the fees. For dogs that are picked up more than once, the fees escalate with each impound.    One of the best ways to do provide identification is to write a phone number in permanent marker on the nylon collar.  

We do not have an ordinance regulating cats. 

We will not pick them up.

Nuisance Dogs – If you have a problem dog in your area, a letter can be sent to the dog owners through our office.  A complaint form must be completed to document the violation.  

POLICY CHANGE:  Dog Pickup - The township employees and some willing board members are the only people authorized to bring animals to the shelter.  The employees, as their workload permits, will pick up animals during regular weekday working hours.  Please do not call for animal pickup in the evening or on weekends.  If a dog for impound is not tied or kenneled, we will not come and try to catch it.  For skittish strays, we do have a live-trap to capture the animals, but it must be in a location where it can be easily monitored and checked frequently for occupants by the people requesting the capture.

Vicious Dogs – If you feel threatened by a dog, call the sheriff immediately.
