Regular Meeting

The November 12th 2003 regular Town meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m., and the pledge to the flag was recited.  Present were Beise, Kelley, McDougall.  Husom was excused and Walker was absent.  The Chair asked for any additions or changes to the agenda.  Don Daluge was in the audience with some questions regarding zoning on a property, so the Chair placed him as number six on the agenda.  The Clerk added LGA Resolution to be number eight.  The agenda was then adopted with the changes.  The minutes from the October 28th 2003 meeting were distributed to all Board members prior to the meeting for review.  The Chair asked for any corrections or changes to the minutes, there were none.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to accept the minutes from the October 28th 2003 meeting as printed.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  

Continued Items:  No continued items at this time.

Don Daluge inquired about changing the zoning on a 5-acre piece of property located at 5th Street SE and Highway 55 from Agriculture to Commercial.  Mr. Daluge was possibly going to locate a roll-off business at the site.  The Board informed Mr. Daluge that the Land Plan showed Agriculture and that it could not be changed at this time.  The Board did let Mr. Daluge know that a committee was looking the Land Plan and that the committee was going to make suggested changes at the Annual meeting.  The Board also informed Mr. Daluge that the committee was meeting Thursday November 13th, and that it was a public meeting if he was interested in attending.

The Board discussed the draft annexation agreement that will be with the City of Buffalo.  The Board felt that 2-Supervisors should visit the lawyer to clear up questions, concerns and finalize the draft.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to have 2-Board members meet with the lawyer in St. Paul regarding the draft annexation agreement with the City of Buffalo.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  McDougall and Kelley will visit with the lawyer within the next couple of weeks.

The Clerk brought up the LGA Resolution for Legislative Lobbying Services from September 30th 2003 through June 30 2004.  Motion by Kelley second McDougall to accept the Resolution for Legislative Lobbying Services contract for $1,722.00.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  The Board members felt it was a very important resolution to be part of and the cost did not go up from last year.

Dennis:  Asked the Board what their thoughts were on Trumpeter’s Pass.  Dennis felt the road looked narrow, and felt that seeding could wait until spring.  Karen discussed some things with the developer regarding noise.  Dennis thought the road could be snow plowed, and if there were any cracks is the blacktop problems with the road, the developer should fix them next spring.  Dennis brought up the County site inspection for the Fox Hound kennel.  The Board felt they should be present at the site inspection on Tuesday November 18th.  The Clerk will get the time and post notice.

Supervisors

Karen:  Informed the Board of a Highway 55 meeting on November 12th at 3:00 located at the County Commissioners office at the Court House.  The Town Board may be in attendance.   The Land Plan Committee will meet in November 13th at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall. 

Pam:  Discussed the Zoning and Land Use class she attended.  The class was good, and she explained some of the topics that were discussed.   Brought up Farmington blacktopping and the conflicting information she received from Buffalo Bituminous and from the project manager.  Pam told the Board that the temperature was 25 degrees and Buffalo Bituminous said it was fine to blacktop at that temperature and did so, however the project manager had a different opinion, and did not contact Buffalo Bituminous in time.  Buffalo Bituminous knows if there are any cracks that they will have to correct the problem next season.  She felt that Buffalo Bituminous might have been in a hurry due to the clause in the contract about having to deduct $250 per day for every day the project is not substantially completed, which would have been October 31st 2003.   Pam also brought up Marty Campion’s bills inquiring if the bills are considered part of his 10%, or if 10% will still come at the end of the project.   The Clerk will check into the $250 per day deduction and the 10% engineer pay.   Pam brought up the Industrial Park and the road.  The Board agreed that if nothing is done that the check that the County is holding should be cashed and the roadwork finished.  Pam inquired from the Board if her official Pony Club the pony club, in which she is a member, would be able to use the hall on a Sunday if needed.  The Board had no problem with the use of the hall.  Pam inquired about Cathy helping the Clerk, and how things are progressing if she has worked the 50 hours approved at a prior meeting.  The Clerk informed Pam that things were going good.     

The Clerk asked the Board if they wanted to cancel the last meeting in December.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to cancel the December 23rd 2003 meeting.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Motion by McDougall second Kelley to approve payments from 10/29/03 through 11/12/03 totaling $42,869.51, paid by check #11529 through #11556.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  Motion by Kelley second McDougall to approve the funds report for the end of October 2003, with the total funds minus dedicated reserve being $321,099.25       located in checking, savings, CD’s and petty cash.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

All agenda items completed, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
