Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance 

Supervisor Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering, Kjome and Clerk McDougall.  
Agenda

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to adopt the agenda as printed.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the November 5, 2019 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.
Continued Items – 
Nathan Dixon – Ibarra and Ideson Road Discussion
The Board and Nathan Dixon noted the cartway is recorded with the county.

New Items 

Nathan Dixon – Section 4, Range 24 - Variance to split acreage in two locations 
Nathan Dixon was present to request Board approval for a variance to split acreage.  The history of Ibarra and Ideson Avenue SE adjacent to the Dixon property was discussed.  No current Board members were on the Town Board when the two roads were established. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the request for a Variance to allow a 1 per 40 entitlement of approximately 5-7 acres on an access strip and allow a restricted division of 40 acres with an access strip to the road.  Discussion: The access strip to the 5-7 acre parcel with the entitlement will be located next to Ibarra Ave. SE (a private road).  The Board also noted the 40-acre division was going to be used as hunting and recreational land with no entitlement.  That use is consistent with the two lots on Ideson Ave. SE.  The Town Board agreed this is a unique situation with the existing roads established many years before Township Roadway Standards. Motion carried unanimously.  
Preston Kroska – 2361 Eckert Ave. SE – Land Alteration
The applicant was present to request Board approval for a Land Alteration for a berm.  The applicant received two building permits from the County but was informed he needed Board approval for a berm.  The Board noted the silt fencing needs to be installed.  Concerned residents requested the Board view the site.  The Board may view the site from the roadway prior to the next meeting.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to continue this item until County paperwork is received so they can review the exact request.   Motion carried unanimously.
