Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall, Deputy Clerk Leintz and Crew Schlagel. Supervisor Deitering was absent.

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the November 7, 2007 minutes as written. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

New Agenda Items:
November  20, 2007 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the November 20, 2007 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Water Issues on Halsey Avenue and 6th Street SE

Attorney Dean Barkley was present representing several property owners in the area around Halsey Avenue and 6th Street SE. Property owners Matthew Steffens and Gordon Wigdahl were also present. Barkley explained that Halsey Avenue acts as a natural dam for water coming from the south side and floods properties on the end of 6th Street SE. The property owners are looking for help from the township to correct this problem.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to take this matter under advisement until the December 18, 2007 meeting in order to obtain more information. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Ordinance #2007-11 Road Right-of-Way

Supervisor Eckblad pointed out an error on page 17, item (c) as follows: Bridge Clearance-23 feet clearance above the bridge from road surface.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to adopt Resolution #2007-11, adopting Ordinance #2007-11 Regulating the Public Right-of-Way and Providing for Issuance and Administration of Right-of-Way Permits as corrected.  Motion carried.  Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, and McDougall voted aye. Supervisor Kjome abstained because he had not had time to read the ordinance.

Employee Handbook Amendments

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the following amendments to the Employee Handbook: Page 6 -  T-shirts or sweatshirts; Flannel shirts; and Page 24 - Vacation leave shall normally be scheduled in weekly periods, but in not less than two one-hour increments. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Employee Evaluation Meeting Date

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to set employee performance evaluations for 3:30 p.m., December 11, 2007. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Halsey Avenue SE Assessments

Craig Kasa was present concerning two assessments on his property, Lots 7 and 8, Block 1, Lake View Manor Addition. Kasa claims that Lot 7 is unbuildable for a residence even though he has two sewer stubs. The Board decided it would defer the assessment because there is some disagreement between Rockford Township, Wright County and Kasa as to whether the lot can be developed or not. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to defer the assessment on Lot 7, Block 1, Lake View Manor Addition until such time that a house is built on the lot, or the lot is sold, with interest accruing from October 25, 2007. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Supervisor McDougall – Asked the Board if they want to meet with either Buffalo or Hanover, if Rockford can’t meet with them, concerning orderly annexation agreements.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to send letters to the City of Buffalo and the City of Hanover to inquire if they want to meet to discuss future orderly annexation agreements. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Deputy Clerk Leintz – Asked if the Township employees could leave at 11:00 a.m. on Christmas Eve. No action was taken.
Funds Report - A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to table approval of the Funds Report through November 20, 2007 to the December 4, 2007 meeting because of some alleged discrepancies in the report. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Review of Bills 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to pay claim #14475 through claim #14496 in the amount of $111,584.09, including payroll, and to approve writing a check to Wright County for the Halsey Avenue Paving Project Assessment Role according to the fees set forth in the Wright County fee schedule, payable at the time the assessment role is filed with the county. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adjourn at 8:12 p.m. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
