Regular Meeting

The November 25th 2003 regular Town meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m., and the pledge to the flag was recited.  Present were Beise, McDougall and Kelley.  Absent were Husom and Walker.  The Chair asked for any additions or changes to the agenda.   The Clerk requested that item 5 on the agenda, Chris Swedzinski, be addressed when or if he arrives.  The agenda was adopted with the changes.  The minutes from the November 12th 2003 meeting were distributed to all Board members prior to the meeting for review.  The Chair had a correction to his own item under Supervisors.  The discussion regarding   Trumpeter’s Pass road should be corrected as follows: Dennis thought the road could be snow plowed, and if there were any cracks in the blacktop problems with the road, the developer should fix them next spring.  Supervisor Kelley corrected two of her items under Supervisors.  The first item should read as follows: Pam inquired from the Board if her official Pony Club the Lead Hound pony club, in which she is a member, would be able to use the hall.  The second item for correction was the question to the Clerk regarding Cathy’s work hours and how things are progressing.  The change as is follows: Pam inquired about Cathy helping the Clerk and how things are progressing if she has worked the 50 hours approved at a prior meeting.   Motion by Kelley second McDougall to accept the November 12th 2003 minutes with the corrections.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Continued Items:  No continued items at this time.

Public Comments:  No Public Comments received.

The Chair asked if all Board members received a resignation letter in their in-box from Matt Walker, and asked Supervisor McDougall read the letter.  Motion by McDougall second Kelley to accept, with regret, the Resolution resignation of Matt Walker effective November 25th 2003 to be authorized by the Chair if passes.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  There was some discussion and question as to being close to election time would a vacancy need to be appointed.  Discussion regarding appointments will be on the December 9th meeting agenda.

Supervisors:

Pam:  Brought up Farmington and how irregular the blacktop is in regards to smoothness.  The fact that Farmington was blacktopped when it was 25 degrees does raise some concern.   Pam asked the Board if they had seen a new plan for Charlotte Shores other than a faxed copy from Westwood Professionals showing a new location of the cul-de-sac.  It seems the County Board will not accept any new application from Troy Renstrom until his Engineer obtains written approval of the completed plans from the Town Board.  The Board felt a letter to the engineer informing him that the Town Board will need a lot more information before a written approval would go to the County should be sent.  Pam asked the Board if a new septic system had gone in at the new Trailer Sales place (old Always Insulation place).  Pam will call Tom Salkowski to check on the Trailer Sales septic situation.  Pam Discussed the Annual Conference in Duluth and shared some information she received from the educational sessions she attended.  
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Supervisors:

Karen:  Discussed Monticello Township and how the City of Monticello is trying to annex 11,000 acres.  Pam and Karen will work on how much land has been annexed from Rockford Township within the last 10-15 years.  Informed the Board that Pam and her would be going to St. Paul to meet with the lawyer on December 5th at 10:00 a.m.  Also, there would be a Land Plan Committee meeting on December 2nd at 700 p.m. at the hall.  Tom Salkowski would be in attendance and possibly the Supervisors would attend.  Requested that hall rental be on the December 9th agenda.  Discussed the Annual conference in Duluth.  

Dennis:  Nothing at this time.

Clerk:  Discussed the Annual conference in Duluth.

Motion by Kelley second McDougall to approve payments from 11/13/03 through 11/25/03 totaling $12,312.71, paid by check #11557 through #11580.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.
