Rockford Township 
Special Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, McDougall and Otto, and Clerk McDougall.  Ken Felger was also present.
Supervisor Greg Eckblad gave residents/property owners an update of the Wright County Northeast Quadrant Land Use Plan.  Eckblad informed residents/property owners that there have been nine task force meetings with two public input meetings.  The next task force meeting will be held on December 4, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. at the Wright County Government Center.  There are three townships and six cities that fall within the NE Quadrant.  The information from these meetings can be found on the Wright County website.  You can view agendas, goals, policies and maps.  The attendees were informed of an upcoming meeting in January 2007 but there is not a date set.  There was discussion on the best notification methods to inform residents/land owners of the meetings.  The Board will give out information as it becomes available.
Ken Felger informed residents/ property owners that the county is trying to update the 1988 land use plan.  Felger presented a draft map that was put together that would be through the year 2020.

The board opened the meeting for discussion from the residents/property owners.  A resident/property owner questioned if the capacity of the sewer plan City of Rockford.  Noted from the board the City of Rockford has room for 1700 units.  A resident / property owner questioned if the state legislators are helping.  A resident/property owner questioned what the county was doing to help the township.  The board stated the county wants the township to plan for 5 years and not 10 years.  Supervisor Otto informed residents/property owners the board has checked into becoming a city from to different organizations and it is impossible.  Otto also informed residents/property owners the township could do their own planning and zoning and could be the same or more restrictive than the county.  Residents/property owners were asked what they were thinking such as 1 per through 10, 2 per 40, 1 per 40 for residential density and more light industrial/commercial.  
Supervisor Beise suggested The board asked residents to do a straw pole so that Felger and Eckblad could bring this information to the December 4, 2006 meeting.  Residents/property owners also thought doing a straw vote would be helpful. were asked what they would like to see in the township such as more industrial along the highway 55 corridor, 1 per 10, 1 per 40, or if residents were interested in incorporating.  Residents/property owners wanted more information before doing a straw vote and suggested doing another survey since the last one was completed in 2004.
Resident/property owner suggested speaking up and contacting the county to state how you feel about the township land use plan.  A resident/property owner suggested having all the townships in the county go to the county together.  
The straw vote was:

To incorporate, 22 residents, attendees
1 through to per 10 acre sites, 70 100 residents, attendees
2 per 40, 5 residents, 2 per 40 1 to 20, 5 attendees
1 per to per 40, 4 residents attendees
More commercial and light industrial along Highway 55 Corridor, 96 70 residents.   attendees

There were approximately 200 people attending the meeting.   

A motion was made by Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adjourn at 9:00 p.m. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
