Ron Hartneck was present to discuss the property at 2320 44th St. SE.  Hartneck noted he was unable to get a building permit to replace the existing dwelling because elevation of the road did not meet the Wright County Planning and Zoning requirements for vehicular access.  The County noted Hartneck could apply for a variance or request the township raise the elevation of the road.  Hartneck recently had the roadway surveyed for elevation and in a few locations; it was 1-3 feet below the required elevation.  The Board suggested Hartneck apply for variance.
Jeff Beyer – Amend Conditional Use Permit - 5490 Fairhill Dr. SE
Jeff Beyer was present to request Board approval to amend his conditional use permit to modify hours of operation hours and the use of motorized vehicles.  Some neighboring residents attended and questioned the use of motorized vehicles and the changes to operation hours.
